UNRELIABLE OR VALID AS A SUBJECT OF FORENSIC LINGUISTIC
EXAMINATION: THE PROBLEM OF DETECTING SIGNS

Abstract. The article analyzes the problems of forensic expert practice related to the taxonomy of signs of unreliable informa-
tion. The relevance of the problem as a whole is connected with the information and psychological war being waged against
the Russian Federation today. In particular, the problem is related to the lack of elaboration of the methodology for identify-
ing false information as part of many illegal acts. The available methodological approaches proposed by various state and
non-state agencies are analyzed: the Russian Federation Council, the Moscow State University, the Voronezh Association
of Linguists-Experts, as well as individual experts in the field of expert studies. It is proposed for consideration by the expert
community a method of quantitative measurement of the degree of fictionality of the text using publicly available software,

which applies a graded standard of fictionality of the text.

ANTI-CRIMINAL POLICY OF THE STATE: LEVELS, GUIDELINES, PROSPECTS

THE FEDERATION OF ETHIOPIA AND ERITHREA (1952-1962):
LESSONS FROM IMPOSED FEDERALISM

Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of the experience of the Federation of Ethiopia and Eritrea, formed in East Africa
in 1952. A characteristic feature of this federation was its imposed nature - it was formed under pressure from the UN, which
sought to resolve the post-colonial situation in the region. The influence of world powers prevented the Eritreans from gaining
independence, like many other African nations after the end of the Second World War, and the only alternative to independ-
ence offered to Eritrea by the UN was union with Ethiopia in a federation. The scheme of the state structure of the Federation
proposed by the UN implied equal relations between the two subjects, their political equality and cooperation. The created
federation was supposed to be a way to strengthen relations between neighboring entities, but in reality it became only a
decoration that allowed Ethiopia to eventually annex Eritrea in violation of the conditions established by the UN. A study of
the short history of the Federation shows the inefficiency of federal relations imposed from outside and allows us to identify
a set of problems leading to the collapse of such federations. These include: the inequality of the subjects of the federation (a
significant preponderance in the socio-economic indicators of one subject over another, excluding political parity between
them), significant religious, ethnic and cultural differences between the subjects, the unpreparedness of the elites and the bulk
of the population for federal relations, the destructive influence external forces (the UN and individual states) that initiated the
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creation of a federation, but refused to continue to defend its existence, and the lack of political will of the ruling elites, who
mask their true goals with the ideas of federalism.

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SIMULATION OF A COLLISION BETWEEN A VEHICLE AND A BICYCLE

Abstract. The ever-growing demand for transport and the need to transport both people and goods have led to an increase in
the congestion of road transport networks. Subsequently, the main negative effect is an increase in the number of serious road
accidents. Of the total number of serious road accidents, a significant increase was registered among cyclists: in 2022, 13.9 %
of the total number of vehicles involved in road accidents, compared with 6.6 % in 2010. This article is based on a thorough
analysis of kinematic and dynamic parameters in the event of a collision of a vehicle, a bicycle and a cyclist assembled. To
study the type of collision between a vehicle and a bicycle, we conducted a comparative analysis with respect to the distance
by which the cyclist is thrown after the collision, changes in the speed of the vehicle and bicycle, changes in speed in the area
of the cyclist’s head, as well as changes in acceleration recorded on the vehicle, bicycle and in the area of the cyclist’s head.
Therefore, we have modeled a collision of a vehicle with a bicycle for two different cases, i.e. a head-on collision of a vehicle

with a bicycle from behind and a head-on collision of a vehicle with a bicycle from the front.

MODERN FEATURES OF THE LEGISLATIVE REGULATION
OF DEBT OBLIGATIONS ON THE PART OF LEGAL ENTITIES

Abstract. The article examines the modern significance of the civil law regime in the regulation of debt obligations on the
part of legal entities. Special attention is paid to the existing law enforcement problems and legislative gaps in the field under
study due to the active integration nature of the processes of digitalization of public relations. The purpose of the work is to
investigate the current trends in the development of legislation in the field of regulation of debt obligations on the part of
legal entities. The results of the work are: 1) the establishment and argumentation of the most relevant and widespread form
of legal regulation of the sphere of debt obligations on the part of legal entities, where the contract is the main source of law;
2) the classification of the division of contracts formulated by the author of the work, according to the purpose of fulfilling
debt obligations, according to external conditions, according to purpose; 3) the establishment of interdisciplinary regulatory
features debt obligations in the context of active digitalization of public relations arising in the digital environment. The author
comes to the conclusion that further scientific study and research of private law relations in the field of debt regulation by legal
entities through the use of a contract in a digital environment is a promising civil law scientific direction having a pronounced
complex interdisciplinary character with many unexplored law enforcement problems. The solution of the identified scientific

THREATS TO ECONOMIC SECURITY AS A REASON FOR THE LOW EFFICIENCY
OF TRANSPORT SECURITY UNITS

Abstract. The role of economic security in the concept and practice of protecting Russian transport infrastructure facilities is
revealed. The understanding of the “economic security of the enterprise” is theoretically justified and formulated. The evolu-
tion of the economic processes of the organization of transport security in Russia in the 20th and 21st centuries is considered.
It shows the formation of the tradition of transport protection as a strategic branch by state security agencies, shows the
peculiarities of regulation by the first decrees of the Soviet government, subordination of the protection of transport and its
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infrastructure to the military department. The evolution of the implementation of the considered function is traced, including
in the activities of special units of state security agencies and services of the Ministry of Railways of the USSR. It is shown how
in the 1990s the methods of responding to threats to transport infrastructure facilities were significantly changed, as well
as the limited resources of the Russian state at that time. Contradictions of the current legislation and shortcomings in the
activities of the authorized departmental body responsible for the protection of transport infrastructure facilities have been
identified. The modern economic system in the field of protection of transport infrastructure facilities and the activities of
transport security units are analyzed. Threats to the Russian transport infrastructure have been identified and systematized:
corruption related to the practice of concluding contracts, economic related to minimizing costs and, accordingly, lowering
the quality of security services, institutional related to regulatory variability, which necessitates frequent and multidirectional
investments to ensure compliance with new and new requirements. The threats include a high level of entrepreneurial risks
in conditions of opaque competition and manifestations of lobbying. It is concluded that the combination of threats to eco-
nomic security in general worsens the state of security of Russian transport infrastructure facilities. The elimination of threats
and minimization of risks are possible in a reformed system of regulation and functioning of the sphere under consideration.
The economic problems in the organization of the activities of transport security units have been identified and guidelines for

further overcoming them have been identified.

THE DE-BUREAUCRATIZATION OF INTERNAL AFFAIRS BODIES AS THE MOST
IMPORTANT COMPONENT OF BUILDING A RULE-OF-LAW STATE IN RUSSIA

Abstract. The article analyzes the concept of bureaucracy, provides various approaches of scientists, political scientists and
other specialists to the definition of this phenomenon, analyzes the reasons for the effectiveness or inefficiency of bureaucracy
in certain societies, as well as in individual departments. In relation to the law enforcement agencies of modern Russia (more
precisely, specifically to the police), there is a huge gap in mutual communication between society and the police due to the
lack of long-term concepts for reforming both the Ministry of Internal Affairs as a whole and its individual institutions, including
combating the presence in the system of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Russia of an excessive number of bureaucratic institu-
tions, often not directly related to the immediate law enforcement activities. Based on the available proposals for improving
the Criminal Procedure Code, serious correction of the current practice of initiating criminal cases (including the elimination
of the practice of refusing to initiate them), etc., the author’s vision of eliminating the causes and conditions that gave rise to
the unsatisfactory situation is formed, ways of further reform and optimization of internal affairs bodies are proposed, the
meaning of a genuine, aimed atimproving the situation is revealed cases in general and on de-bureaucratization in particular,

and not on saving money, optimization, with the ultimate goal of building a legal statehood in Russia.
