Abstract. Communication to raise legal awareness carried out by the prosecutor’s office, is explicitly determined by a direct
order of the Prosecutor General of the Russian Federation. Consistency of this work prompts using a model-based approach
as a tool for interpretation. Circular models of communication fail to identify the role of members of society in communicative
acts. Linear models of communication have a stronger illuminative potential. This article is an attempt to demonstrate that
using model-based approach to interpret and assess the performance of a web-channel edited by an office of the prosecutor’s
service, can help conclude whether its targeting is genuine or pretended. The research is based on posts taken from Telegram

channels edited by reginal offices of the prosecution service of the Russian Federation.

BANKRUPTCY OF INDIVIDUALS: PROBLEMS OF IMPLEMENTATION,
TRANSFORMATION AND MODERN LAW ENFORCEMENT PRACTICE

Abstract. The article substantiates the relevance of considering the institution of bankruptcy (financial insolvency) in Russia
in the light of the new economic and political reality. In retrospect, the history of the formation of the issue of bankruptcy of
individuals in the legal field since the 2000s is considered. The key differences between the simplified bankruptcy procedure
regulated by Federal Law N° 289-FZ of 31.07.2020 from ordinary bankruptcy (Federal Law N 127-FZ of 26.10.2002 “On Insol-
vency (Bankruptcy)”) are shown. Based on the data of the Rosstat of the Russian Federation, an analysis of the dynamics of
changes in the initiation of extrajudicial proceedings (the proportion of such proceedings) under the simplified bankruptcy
procedure for the period 2020-2022 was carried out. The changes in the out-of-court bankruptcy procedure of individuals, which
came into force on November 03, 2023, are analyzed. It is concluded that the procedure of simplified bankruptcy of citizens
is certainly relevant in modern economic conditions, it is constantly being improved and is in sufficient demand by citizens.
And the legislator is meeting debtors halfway, developing new, more effective mechanisms for their financial rehabilitation,

while not forgetting to introduce certain restrictions.

FEATURES OF CAUSES AND CONDITIONS VIOLENT CRIMES FOR REASONS
OF AFFIRMATION OR SELF-AFFIRMATION, COMMITTED BY CONVICTS

Abstract. The relevance of the stated topic is due to the frequency of violent crimes committed by convicts on the grounds of
affirmation or self-affirmation. The commission of crimes is determined by various causes and conditions. Therefore, in order
to effectively prevent this group of crimes, it is necessary to analyze the determinants that contribute to their commission. The
causes and conditions of violent crimes motivated by affirmation or self-affirmation are identified and examined, their fea-
tures are established. The results of the study can be applied by the legislator when improving criminal legislation in this part
and other legislation; by law enforcement officers — when developing effective measures to prevent violent crimes motivated
by the assertion or self-assertion committed by convicts; by scientists - when further studying the determination of the acts
under study and developing measures to prevent them. As a conclusion, it is noted that violent crimes motivated by affirma-
tion or self-affirmation committed by convicts are caused by common causes - economic, social, cultural, moral and legal, as
well as special reasons — behavioral dependence of a person (convict) from yourself; motivational and semantic formations.
The conditions for the commission of the criminal acts in question are: the criminal subculture of convicts; the state of their
frustration; shortcomings of the Russian penal system, etc. At the same time, the need for further investigation of the causes
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and conditions of violent crimes motivated by the assertion or self-assertion committed by convicts is emphasized in order to
develop effective measures to prevent these acts.

It is said that the
potential for the development of defense industrial complexes located on the territory of Russia is different, and therefore it is
impossible to determine a single universal strategy for innovative development for all defense enterprises and for all regions
of Russia engaged in solving tasks related to increasing the level of defense capability of the country. At the same time, high
ratings of the innovativeness of regional defense complexes directly correlate with the overall rating position of the innovative-
ness of the regions of Russia, which allows us to conclude that high indicators of the innovativeness of regional development
determine high indicators of the innovativeness of the defense industry. The authors conclude that currently in Russia there is
an urgent need to modernize the enterprises of the defense complex in order to produce innovative military products capable
of meeting the needs of the armed forces, taking into account modern trends in the technologization of combat operations.
And that in solving this task, the main place is given to regional industrial management structures, which should contribute to

the development of the defense complex through the creation of an innovative space for the economic development of regions.

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THE ROLE OF CIVIL SOCIETY INSTITUTIONS IN THE FIELD

Abstract. The article is devoted to the study of the role of civil society institutions in the field of environmental protection in
Russia and the Republic of Iraq.
