LEGAL REGIME OF BONUSES (BONUS CONDITIONAL UNITS)
OF MARKETPLACES AND OTHER PARTICIPANTS CONSUMER MARKET

Abstract. The article provides a comparative analysis of the legal regime of bonuses (bonus points) offered by the loyalty pro-
grams of many marketplaces and other participants in the consumer market. Due to the rapidly growing popularity of bonus
programs, disputes inevitably began to arise between program participants and their operators related to the legal unsettle-
ment of both the loyalty programs themselves and the benefits (bonuses) offered within their framework for participants. A
study of a number of court decisions allows us to conclude that there is no clear approach from the law enforcer to the legal
nature of bonus points, which leads to a violation of the rights of consumers who use them when purchasing goods, works
and services. Based on the results of the study, the need for legislative regulation of the activities of marketplaces in general is
noted. A conclusion is made about the possibility of classifying the conventional units of loyalty programs as tokens (digital
rights) in the case of concluding an agreement on the Internet, or other property rights when concluding contracts in the
traditional way. The authors formulated a number of proposals to change the current legislation by introducing amendments
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to the Law of the Russian Federation “On the Protection of Consumer Rights’, taking into account the possibility of partial use
of accrued points (bonuses) and other conventional units in calculations.

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to substantiate the methodological approach to assessing the level of harmonious devel-
opment of amodern Russian enterprise. The objectives of the study stem from the stated goal: to consider existing approaches
to assessment, to propose the author’s concept of assessment, taking into account the specifics of national accounting systems
and data from the microeconomic situation. The relevance of this topic is due to the fact that the harmonious development of
an enterprise cannot proceed spontaneously and unsystematically, and the assessment of this process gives it systematicity,
analytical validity and logical certainty. The scientific novelty of this study lies in the fact that the author proposed a methodo-
logical approach that differs from those previously known in world practice for assessing the harmonious development of an
enterprise. Well-known methodological approaches are quite suitable for assessing the level of harmonious development of
Western companies, however, they are hardly suitable for Russian business due to the fact that a number of indicators used in
these methods are not taken into account by Russian national microstatistics and are not included in the national financial
reporting system. In this study, to solve this problem, it is proposed to use the following criteria: “efficiency’,; “development” and
“interaction with stakeholders’, which allows monitoring the process of harmonious development, assessing its effectiveness
and exploring the level of harmonious development of the enterprise in terms of interaction with stakeholders. The structure
of criteria proposed in this article allows us to understand and track: aspects of the company’s activities that demonstrate
certain results from the implementation of harmonious development initiatives, aspects that require both priority attention
and additional efforts; the relationship between elements representing each of the spheres of harmonious development of
the organization; identify strong and weak areas in the enterprise’s activities in terms of existing results and prospects for the
implementation of harmonious development initiatives; the current state of adaptation and support for the implementation
of harmonious development initiatives. As a result of such an assessment, it will be possible to form a thorough understanding
of the features of the implementation of the concept of harmonious development in the practical activities of organizations

and formulate recommendations for maintaining such development.

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SUSTAINABILITY AND GOVERNANCE IN UK PUBLIC INTEREST COMPANIES
(INSTITUTIONAL PERSPECTIVE)

Abstract. The British legal model of a social enterprise, a community interest company (CIC), operating since 2004, is conceptu-
ally based on the concept of “community interest’; which, however, is not defined in any way by the British legislator. The civil
law principles of reasonableness, sanity and good faith that underlie the “community interest test” are able to substantiate the
theoretical model, but, actually ignoring the opinion of the local community, are difficult to implement in practice. The British
social enterprise, having priority social goals, directing “surplus” to them and its development, and not to maximizing profits,
is moving closer to the concept of “people’s capitalism” Unlike the Italian law of 1991, which focuses on the employment of
socially vulnerable categories of the population and their provision of goods and services, the British law focuses on the market
efficiency of social enterprises. Thus, the British CIC is a hybrid, not a fully commercial enterprise, but not a non-for-profit either.
The British model is distinguished by the simplicity and accessibility of the procedure for creating and registering a CIC, similar
to the procedure for establishing any limited liability company. Business entities themselves choose the status that suits them.
To ensure sustainable development and management of British public interest companies, the law does not require special

internal institutions, since sustainability is embedded in the ideology and status of these organizations.
