ON THE ISSUE OF CIVIL LIABILITY OF A PASSENGER FOR DAMAGE CAUSED
BY AN UNMANNED VEHICLE

Abstract. The author analyzes the possibility and feasibility of bringing the passenger of an unmanned vehicle of level 5 au-
tomation without a test driver in the cabin, including unmanned robotaxis, to tort liability for damage caused by the vehicle
to other road users and their property while driving. In the article, the author, relying on foreign experience, examines the
categories of passengers, the basis for the duty of a passenger in an unmanned vehicle at level 5 automation to exercise cau-
tion when moving the vehicle and prevent accidents, and the conditions for holding the passenger liable for damage caused
by failure to fulfill this duty.

NATIONAL AND INTERNATIONAL LEVEL: SIMILARITIES AND DIFFERENCES

Abstract. The article presents the results of a comparative analysis of approaches to the legal regulation of intellectual prop-
erty protection at the national level in Russia and at the international level. In the light of the development of interstate
cooperation, creation of unions of states, as well as the increasing role of intellectual property in the modern world, more and
more attention is paid to the legal regulation of legal relations in the field of protection of its objects. Legal regulation is not
uniform. Specificity is present both at the national level and at the level of international law. Despite the fact that in general
we are talking about the protection of a single sphere — the sphere of intellectual property, the system of legislation implies
differentiation by objects and the presence of certain specificity depending on them. In addition, international treaties are a
kind of basis for legal regulation, which is taken into account when an international treaty is ratified. The range of issues that
are addressed at the level of national legislation and international law is different. The study of modern approaches to the legal
regulation of the sphere of protection of intellectual property objects is necessary due to the need to improve the legislation of
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Russia. Compatrative study allows to identify problematic aspects and insufficiency of legal regulation, which determines the
relevance of the chosen topic. Comparison of the provisions of international treaties, as well as normative legal acts of Russia,
regulating the studied sphere, is also aimed at finding opportunities to improve both national legislation and international
law, that is, those international treaties to which Russia is a party. Based on the results of the analysis, the author’s conclusions
are made regarding the current approach to the legal protection of intellectual property objects at the level of international

law and in the national legislation of Russia.

CHANGING APPROACHES TO THE CLASSIFICATION OF EVIDENCE
IN ARBITRATION PROCEEDINGS

Abstract. The article presents the results of the analysis of the transformation of doctrinal views regarding the classifi-
cation of evidence, the use of which is provided for in arbitration proceedings. The concept of evidence, what exactly is
acceptable to use to justify one’s own position, what form the evidence can take in order to be defined as admissible in
arbitration proceedings, is gradually changing. Classification of evidence is not only their theoretical consideration from
the position of commonality or difference of significant features. Classification from the position of the doctrine of law
can be considered as a basis for the formation and change of legal regulation, because the delimitation of evidence into
certain groups allows to determine the permissible difference in approaches to legal regulation. In the light of the scientific
and technical process, increasingly active digitalization of almost all spheres, ideas about evidence and classification are
gradually changing both in science and in practice. The most acute need in modern conditions is the need to define the
status of electronic evidence. Discussions regarding this type of evidence are quite active in light of the fact that it cannot
be unambiguously attributed to any existing type of evidence. The totality of the above arguments indicates that the issue
of classification of evidence in the arbitration process, the change of the scientific approach to classification as the process
of proceedings and proving is relevant. According to the results of the study, the author’s conclusions are made about the

THE THEORY OF SEPARATION OF POWERS: MODERN DOCTRINE
AND PRACTICAL IMPLEMENTATION

Abstract. The article is devoted to the study of the theory of separation of powers in its conceptual understanding and practi-
cal implementation, taking into account the construction of a legitimate democratic state in Russia. The basic, basic idea of a
legal and democratic state is based on the fact that the entire system of state bodies assumes division into three independent
and independent branches, which allows for the implementation of a truly legal and democratic government. The gradually
formed idea of the need to create a system of checks and balances influences the change in the theory of separation of powers,
but does not imply a rejection of it. As a result, the postulate of the separation of powers in Russia, as in a legal and democratic
state, is enshrined in the basic law of the state and determines the further development of the system of public administration.
The recognition that State power is divided into three branches, enshrined in the norms of the basic law of the country, is not
always fully implemented in practice. The system and structure of state authorities, which is emphasized in this study, as well
as the functions of government bodies have not yet been improved so much that it can be categorically stated that there is
no intersection of functions and mutual influence. In modern conditions, a system of checks and balances has not been de-
finitively formed, focused on the formation of balanced public administration, that is, there is a need for further research and
search for an optimal balance between the three branches of government. The author concludes that the modern system of

government, as it does not fully meet the theory of separation of powers in its modern understanding, needs to be improved.

VALIDITY OF RESTRICTIONS ESTABLISHED WITHIN THE BOUNDARIES
OF ZONES WITH SPECIAL CONDITIONS FOR THE USE OF TERRITORIES,
PROVIDED THAT THEY ARE LOCATED ON LANDS INTENDED
FOR INDIVIDUAL HOUSING CONSTRUCTION RESIDENTIAL CONSTRUCTION

Abstract. The article analyzes the restrictions, the presence of which is conditioned by the purposes of establishing zones with
special conditions of use of territories on lands, including those intended for individual housing construction. The purpose of
the study is to analyze the validity of restrictions that are established in zones with special conditions of use of territories subject
to their location on lands intended for individual housing construction. Restrictions become a reason for the inability to use a
land plot for its intended purpose, which leads to an imbalance of private and public interests. At the same time, the restrictions
themselves are not always justified and reasonable, in some cases they are excessive, but Russian legislation does not provide
for the possibility of differentiation of restrictions in different parts of zones with special conditions of use of territories. Based
on the results of the conducted research the conclusions are made that the restrictions within the boundaries of zones with
special conditions of use of territories, if they are located on land plots intended for individual housing construction, are exces-

sive and can be differentiated. Proposals regarding the directions of improvement of legislation in this sphere are formulated.

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STATISTICAL ANALYSIS OF THE INFRASTRUCTURAL POTENTIAL
OF TOURISM IN THE REGIONS OF RUSSIA

Abstract. The article proposes methodological approaches to the study of the peculiarities and differences in the tourist infra-
structure of the regions of Russia. An attempt is being made to build aggregated indices that characterize the infrastructural
potential of tourism in the regions. To do this, using statistical procedures of factor analysis, integral indices characterizing
the infrastructural potential of tourism in the regions are constructed from a certain set of variables. The leading and lagging
regions have been identified. Statistical relationships between indicators of tourist infrastructure and socio-economic char-
acteristics of regions are investigated. The analysis of the structure of relationships is performed and groups of informative
indicators are determined by constructing equations of multiple linear regression. A graph of the linear structure of indicators
of the potential of the tourist infrastructure and socio-economic characteristics is constructed. The identified relationships can

be used to build regression models and conditional forecasting of the levels of development of tourist infrastructure.

STUDY OF THE IMPACT OF GEOPOLITICAL RISKS ON FINANCIAL ASSETS

Abstract. In conditions of increased geopolitical instability marked by military conflicts, political upheavals, terrorist attacks,
the emergence of pandemics and migration crises, there is a significant change in the structure of household financial assets
in Russia.

The purpose of the study is to identify key factors and
strategies for adapting households to the above-mentioned threats. The article is based on the analysis of literary sources,
an integrated approach to the collection and processing of statistical data on the dynamics of financial assets for the period
2020-2023, as well as on the study of cases and theoretical works that made it possible to classify approaches to financial
asset management and assess how financial assets changed under the influence of geopolitical factors.

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BEHAVIOR IN THE CONTEXT OF THE DIGITAL ECONOMY:
COMPETITION AND CONSUMPTION

Abstract. The research focuses on the close interrelationships between competition and the decision-making process in online
shopping, paying special attention to the level of consumer awareness about the protection of their rights and the influence
of appropriate consumer behavior as integral factors. The authors examined the diverse aspects of this topic, covering both
subjective and objective indicators related to consumer awareness and decisions in the face of rapid competition due to the
powerful digital economy. An innovative method was used to conduct the research, and a survey was conducted in which 157
students from three leading universities in Moscow participated. The questionnaire questions have been carefully designed to
cover a wide range of aspects of consumer awareness and their behavioral patterns in an era of rapidly evolving technology.
Based on an extensive analysis of the literature, the authors developed and tested a non-standard conceptual model using the
method of partial least squares in structural modeling. The results of the study show that the decision-making process in the
online environment has an indirect impact on the intensity of competition in the digital economy through the level of aware-
ness of consumer rights and their corresponding behavior. Taking into account competition in the digital economy, awareness
of consumer rights and consumer behavior in the context of consumer protection policy, the author’s model explains more
than 16 % of the variability in purchasing decisions in the online environment. These findings highlight the importance of
understanding the interrelationships between factors of competition, awareness and consumer decisions in the era of digital

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DERIVATIVE INVESTMENT PROJECTS AS A KEY BASIS
OF THE SHADOW ECONOMY

Abstract. In the Russian economy there is a high proportion of derivative investment projects, where private interests of mak-
ing a profit subjugate socially and governmentally significant projects, redirecting corresponding budget investments. Deriva-
tive investment activity cancels out the positive effect of government investment. At the same time, the speculative premium
grows autonomously, displacing labor income and thus spinning more and more speculative turns. The current mechanism
for reproducing the speculative markup in the distribution of GDP is one of the foundations of the shadow economy. Intensive
deindustrialization of the Russian economy at the macro level minimizes the positive effect of growing high-tech industries, pro-

voking the formation of derivative investment projects, negatively affecting labor productivity, and exacerbating social tensions.

IMPROVING THE EFFICIENCY OF MUNICIPAL EXPENDITURE MANAGEMENT

Abstract. The article is aimed at studying the criteria for the effectiveness of budget expenditures. To this end, the article explores
scientific and methodological approaches to optimizing budget expenditures, identifies the main criteria for the efficiency
of using budget resources, and establishes that it is also necessary to use indicators of the socio-demographic development
of the territory as criteria for the efficiency of budget expenditures. An empirical analysis of municipal budget expenditures
showed that an increase in budget expenditures per capita ensures an increase in the human development index, while the
human development index in the municipality is growing, primarily due to the growth of the population education index and
the population income index, which reflects the socially oriented nature of the budget municipal formation, however, does
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not fully ensure the growth of demographic development, and therefore requires additional adjustments and optimization
in order to more efficiently allocate resources.
