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SPECIFICITY OF VIOLATIONS DETECTED BY PROSECUTORS IN CARRYING
OUT SUPERVISORY ACTIVITIES FOR OBSERVANCE
OF CITIZENS’ LAND RIGHTS

Abstract. The article is devoted to the study of the specifics of violations identified by prosecutors in the supervision of the
observance of citizens’ land rights at all stages of their implementation on the example of the activities of the environmen-
tal procurators of the Penza, Voronezh and Khabarovsk regions. Typical violations committed by entities supervised by the
procurator authorities are classified at each of the three stages of the realization of citizens’ rights to land. Contradictions in
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the work of procurators establishing the state of legality in the sphere of land relations, which reduce efficiency, have been
identified. Recommendations have been made to streamline the work.The study found that the solution of all the contradic-
tions caused by the lack of the necessary information, will be facilitated by the creation of a database in which the results of

previously carried out checks are recorded, and the existence of a register of special use zones.

COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF THE LEGISLATIVE FRAMEWORK
OF LAW ENFORCEMENT IN RUSSIA AND THE BRICS COUNTRIES

Abstract. The article is devoted to the study of legal regulation of law enforcement in Russia and the BRICS countries. Law
enforcement is one of the main and most important functions of the state that ensure stability. The approach to the regulation
of law enforcement activities differs from state to state, as well as the construction of the law enforcement system. However,
there are some common features. The BRICS countries have much in common, they are defined as actively developing countries
with significant potential. The very creation of this interstate association indicates the intentions of integration, which implies
the need to develop a common approach to the regulation of a significant part of social relations. The study of the experience
of legal regulation of law enforcement structures in different countries allows us to determine whether there are significant
differences, to examine the experience of legal regulation, and also to determine how acceptable it is for implementation in
Russia, whether there is a need to change the norms of law. The study takes into account the specifics of the development of
each state, i.e. the most pressing problems, the solution of which is achieved by improving the norms of law, as well as chang-
ing the system of state bodies. Based on the results of the study, the author draws conclusions regarding the similarities and
differences in the legal regulation of law enforcement in the BRICS countries, the identified advantages and disadvantages of

the legal framework in the member states of this association.

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PREVENTING THE COMMISSION OF NEW CRIMES:

Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of the internal content of the preventive purpose of punishment. The author
draws attention to various approaches to determining the essence of the goal of preventing the commission of new crimes.
In the criminal legal doctrine, the dominant point of view today is that the content of the preventive goal is both private and
general prevention. Based on an analysis of the legislative wording of Article 2 and Article 43 of the Criminal Code of the Rus-
sian Federation, taking into account the opinions of experts, the author of the article makes an attempt to change the existing
approach to assessing the content of the considered purpose of criminal punishment. The result of the study is the conclusion
that preventing the commission of new crimes being the purpose of criminal punishment is aimed at implementing private

prevention, and general prevention is the main element of the preventive task of the criminal law.

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LIABILITY TO THE CONSUMER: CONCEPT ANDESSENCE
FROM THE POINT OF VIEW OF DOCTRINE AND PRACTICE

Abstract. The article considers a concept as the responsibility of the entrepreneur in case of violation of consumer rights. The
essence and nature of this type of liability have their own specificity, largely due to the recognition of the unequal position
of the subjects of legal relations and the need to give consumers as a less protected party greater legal protection. The study
of the essence of entrepreneurs’ liability to consumers is necessary due to the need to study the validity of not only the dif-
ferentiation of the legal position of the parties, but also the differentiation of liability itself, its grounds. The need to increase
the discipline of entrepreneurs by establishing liability, which can be considered as increased in comparison with other cases
of civil liability, is not disputed. However, the legislator, regulating legal relations in this area, does not take into account the
different status of entrepreneurs, the division of business entities depending on the scale of business, on the level of income.
The result of bringing an entrepreneur to civil liability to the consumer will be different, including from the position of socially
significant effect. At present there is an objective need to revise the doctrinal foundations, as well as legal regulation of the
studied range of public relations, that is, those subjects of which are entrepreneurs and consumers. The very idea of entrepre-

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neur’ liability needs to be analyzed, and it is advisable to use a differentiated approach to determining the grounds, amount
and nature of liability to the consumer. All this together determines the need to analyze the formed ideas and norms of law
as a basis for the subsequent development of proposals to improve the legislation. According to the results of the study the

author’s conclusions regarding the essence and nature of entrepreneurs’ liability to consumers are made.

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CONDITIONS THAT HAVE A SIGNIFICANT IMPACT ON THE MORAL
AND PSYCHOLOGICAL CHARACTERISTICS OF FEMALE OFFENDERS

Abstract. This article is devoted to the urgent problem of changing moral attitudes in women, which prompts them to commit
crimes. The increase in female criminality has a negative impact on the spiritual development of society and its security, there-
fore it seems necessary to develop new measures of criminal-legal impact. Effective prevention is possible with a qualitative
study of the personality of the perpetrator, his characteristics and the environment affecting him. The concept of personality
is given, namely the process of its formation is touched upon, the factors affecting the inner world of a female criminal and
forming her distorted perception of the world are considered.

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PROMOTION AND VERIFICATION OF VERSIONS OF INNOCENCE
IN CRIMINAL CASES OF THEFT OF CRYPTOCURRENC

Abstract. The growing popularity of cryptocurrencies as a means of accumulation, exchange, and payment has led to the
emergence of new types of crimes related, in particular, to the theft of this money, and also led to new problems. Among
them, the problem of verifying versions about the innocence of defendants and suspects in criminal cases of cryptocurrency
theft stands out, which requires the development of the necessary methodological tools to solve. The article, based on current
legislation, law enforcement practice and opinions expressed in the scientific literature, identifies the specifics of cryptocur-
rency as an object of theft, and notes cases of non-recognition of cryptocurrency as an object of civil rights and a subject of
theft. The author substantiates the inconsistency of positions that deny the economic value of the cryptocurrency. There is a
lack of a single terminology for the designation of cryptocurrency (digital currency). Attention is focused on certain difficulties
arising in connection with the nomination and verification of versions of innocence in criminal cases of theft of cryptocur-
rency. The content of guilt and trustworthiness of property as the main signs of theft of cryptocurrency by appropriation or
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embezzlement is revealed. The law enforcement practice in cases of theft of cryptocurrencies is studied and its insufficiency
for a comprehensive study is emphasized. Two typical versions of the innocence of the suspect (accused) are distinguished,
which can be put forward and verified both on the initiative of the defense and on the initiative of the investigation, as part
of a preliminary check, and the possibilities for using these versions by the defense and the investigator are described. The
conclusion is made about the expediency of anticipatory verification of protective versions by the investigator, as well as about
the possibility in some cases of the defense party putting forward a version justifying the inconsistency of the cryptocurrency

with Russian legislation and the impossibility of considering the cryptocurrency as an object of theft.

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PROBLEMS AND LIMITATIONS OF FINANCIAL TRANSPARENCY IN MODERN
RUSSIA: A SYSTEMIC DIAGNOSIS

Abstract. The article examines the current situation in the field of financial transparency in the Russian Federation and iden-
tifies the key problems and limitations preventing its improvement. Special attention is paid to such tools as “Open Budget”
and proactive budgeting, as well as to the reasons why the lack of detailed information on expenditures and the lack of an
in-depth look at the mechanisms for their implementation lead to limited progress in this direction. Both bureaucratic barri-
ers and the low level of financial literacy of citizens are discussed, which hinders the development of transparent finance. The
presented analysis of the Sverdlovsk Region case demonstrates the specific difficulties faced by regional initiatives in attracting
financing and implementing projects. Additional emphasis is placed on the importance of reforming accounting approaches,
in particular, on the transition from the cash method to the accrual method to ensure a more complete and understandable
reflection of economic activity. Japan’s experience is used as a successful example of such reforms, which can serve as a model
for Russia. The political risks that have aggravated the situation for the Russian financial system in the light of international
sanctions and the problem of centralized management are also touched upon. Based on the results of the analysis, additional

directions are proposed that can strengthen financial transparency and the overall stability of the economic system.

Abstract. Industrial and civil construction is rightfully considered the locomotive of the economy. The state and development
of the industry determines the sustainable and efficient functioning of the social and production spheres of the state. Currently,
the construction industry represents not only the construction of residential real estate and industrial facilities, but also solves
demographic issues and existing problems of developing abandoned and empty lands. One of the main problems of industrial
and civil construction is the low technical level of equipment of organizations and significant wear and tear of the construction
equipment fleet, which reflect the competitiveness of construction organizations in the market. The authors note four main
problems facing the state’s construction complex: inconsistency of key directions of urban planning policy with the needs of
the population: shortage of land for construction, high cost of housing; low level of government funding for the construction
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sector - 17...20 % and a significant level of government regulation; the presence of a comprehensive cost assessment system
in the construction industry based on the cost of the full life cycle of construction projects: according to expert estimates, 20 %
of costs are allocated for surveys and design, and 80 % for the operation of construction projects; shortage of qualified person-
nel. The authors propose to organize the solution to these problems on the basis of an innovative approach to construction.

The work proposes a conceptual innovative approach to organizing construction activities.

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THE CAUSES AND CONDITIONS OF OFFENSES RELATED TO ILLICIT
TRAFFICKING IN PORNOGRAPHIC MATERIALS OR OBJECTS
(ARTICLES 242-2422 OF THE CRIMINAL CODE OF THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION)

Abstract. In this article, devoted to the study of the causal complex of crimes related to illicit trafficking in pornographic mate-
rials or objects, the existing definitions of “crime prevention” are analyzed, the author’s interpretation of this type of activity is
given. The general, supported by the scientific community definition of determinants of criminality, i.e. causes and conditions of
committing criminal offenses provided by the current Criminal Code of the Russian Federation is also considered. The relevance
of the stated topic is conditioned by the need to respond quickly to the changes in social relations, the unabated growth in the
number of crimes related to the illicit trafficking of pornographic materials or objects, the lack of new and effective developments
to prevent this group of crimes. It is noted that disregard for moral principles and norms of morality causes indelible damage to
the healthy development of society, in which human rights and freedoms are proclaimed the highest value. The official statistical
data provided by the Judicial Department of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation and the Federal State Statistics Service
on the number of crimes committed under Articles 242-2422 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation, as well as indicators
that form the basis for determining the conditions for committing the crimes in question are given. As a result of the conducted

research work, the main reason for committing the crimes in question and the conditions that give rise to them were identified.
