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PRINCIPLES OF PROCEEDINGS ON CASES ON ADMINISTRATIVE OFFENSES:
DOCTRINAL DEFINITION AND NORMATIVE ENSHRINEMENT

Abstract. The article presents the results of a comprehensive analysis of doctrinal interpretation and normative consolidation
of fundamental principles of proceedings on cases of administrative offenses. These principles are partly of a general nature,
that is, they are based on the norms of the basic law of the state, part of the principles have found their consolidation directly
in the Code of the Russian Federation on Administrative Offenses; and part of the principles that can not be defined as less
important, in the norms of law are not formulated with sufficient certainty, which does not exclude their actual application.
Some uncertainty of a number of principles, the need to refer to the legal positions of the highest courts to determine the essence
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of norms of law, their correct interpretation, predetermine the need for further research into the principles of proceedings on
cases of administrative offenses for the purpose of determining the possibility of improving the Russian legislation in this area.
Application of the principle of law assumes that it is concretized, receives a uniform interpretation, that a doctrinal definition
of its essence and the possibility of disclosure is formed both from the point of view of theory and in the aspect of law enforce-
ment. From the position of analysis of the above principles it is important and consideration of their specificity, those features
that are formed at present and allow to delimit the process of proceedings on cases on administrative offenses from other legal
proceedings provided by the Russian legislation. The persistence of scientific discussions regarding the fact that a number of
principles should not be considered as mandatory for the purposes of proceedings on cases on administrative offences, can be
interpreted as the absence of a single, recognized by all or the majority of theorists and practitioners’ approach. Boundary of
administrative and criminal responsibility in the presence of different definition of inevitability of punishment, which affects
the very process of consideration and, in general, the proceedings on a case of administrative offense, can also be identified
as factors by virtue of which it is necessary to reassess the presence or absence of fixing as generally binding a number of
legal principles, including the principle of inevitability of punishment. The result of the study, set out in this article, contains
the author’s conclusions regarding the range of principles of proceedings on cases of administrative offenses, the need for

their revision, sufficiency of development at the level of doctrine of law, as well as consolidation in the legislation of Russia.

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PROBLEM OF FORMATION OF THE CATEGORY «ABUSE OF RIGHT»
IN RUSSIAN LAW

Abstract. The article presents the results of research of the problems of formation of such legal category as “abuse of right”
in the legislation of Russia. The development in the theory of law of the idea of lawful and unlawful behavior does not allow
to fully assess the behavior that does not fall under the signs of either one or the other. Understanding that behavior may not
directly contradict the law, but not be lawful, becomes the reason for the transformation of doctrinal views and the emergence
of an independent definition — “abuse of right”. The generally accepted understanding of this term cannot become the basis of
legal regulation, which implies the development of theory, retrospective analysis, as well as identification of modern problems
of its fixation in the legislation, as well as interpretation from the position of law enforcement. Despite the fact that civil law
has been operating the term for the last decades, law enforcement implies different interpretation. The absence of gradation in
the law of the degree of abuse of right as a basis for characterizing it as the closest to misconduct is an obstacle to improving
the legislation and reducing problems in law enforcement, including judicial practice. Different approaches, different under-
standing of what constitutes abuse of right, predetermine the impossibility of forming a uniform judicial practice, which is
necessary in the conditions of a state based on the rule of law, where the basis of social relations is the law. According to the
results of a comprehensive analysis, the author’s conclusions are made regarding the reasons for which there are problems in

the formation of the concept of “abuse of right’; as well as formulated proposals for solving these problems.

THE IMPACT OF MISCARRIAGES OF JUSTICE ON THE EFFECTIVENESS
OF THE ADMINISTRATION OF JUSTICE IN A JURY TRIAL

Abstract. The article is devoted to the study of the influence of judicial errors on the effectiveness of the administration of
justice in a jury trial.

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REHABILITATION AS A MEASURE TAKEN TO PREVENT THE BANKRUPTCY
OF DEVELOPERS

Abstract. The insolvency of developers remains an acute socio-economic problem, their rehabilitation in order to protect the
rights of citizens who have invested their funds in construction requires proper legal regulation, which is currently virtually ab-
sent. The authors conclude that the rehabilitation considered in this context has neither a specific legal status nor a formalized
implementation mechanism. The standard practice of additional financing, which is essentially the only type of rehabilitation
used in bankruptcy cases of a developer, according to the authors, also requires regulation. Social, economic, legal and even
political aspects are manifested in the relations under consideration, which complicates the development of unambiguous
solutions. It is concluded that the current mechanisms based on departmental acts, business custom, administrative and
contractual practice are aimed at completing the construction of a certain facility, while preventing the bankruptcy of a de-
veloper is recognized as an optional task, which is at odds with the general understanding of rehabilitation in the bankruptcy

law. In such a situation, special regulated rehabilitation measures are in demand to prevent the bankruptcy of the developer.

LEVEL OF CREDIT RISK AS A FACTOR OF BANK STABILITY

Abstract. The current instructions of the Bank of Russia for assessing the financial stability of banks are not universal, do not
contain a definition of the key concept, are not enshrined in a regulatory legal act and are intended for the purpose of recogniz-
ing compliance with the requirements for participation in the deposit insurance system. The concept of “financial stability of
a commercial bank” does not have a legal definition and remains at the center of scientific discussions. Within the framework
of the traditional, accounting approach, it is customary to operate with solvency and an acceptable level of current liquidity.
In current conditions, sustainability, abstracting from the Sustainable Development Goals, is the ability of an economic entity
to maintain its core activities, fully satisfying market demands in conditions of uncertainty and active (sanctions) external
counteraction. The current methods for determining the financial stability of Russian banks are informative when relying on
an “expanded” understanding of stability, taking into account external pressure. Due to serious changes in the situation from
2022, the standard, mainly accounting set of indicators must be adjusted taking into account not only traditional assessments
of the amount (adequacy) of capital, the degree of portfolio diversification, etc., but also the specifics of credit and investment

activities in the current and forecast conditions.

The results of this study
include a comprehensive analysis of key indicators and the distribution and distribution of forest areas by type of forest change
and process. This makes it possible to find out the density of forests in the central and southern regions of the republic. This
study shows the importance of maintaining a balance between the plant and growing conditions, as well as the need to reduce
energy consumption. These results enable the development of forest management policies aimed at improving the efficiency

of forest management and ensuring its acceptance from the perspectives of use, human health, business and the environment.

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ANALYSIS OF KEY INDICATORS OF DEVALUTIZATION AND THEIR IMPACT
ON THE RUSSIAN FINANCIAL SYSTEM

Abstract. The article analyzes the process of devalutization in the Russian economy, which implies the reduction of depend-
ence on foreign currencies, mainly on the U.S. dollar and the euro. To assess the impact of devalutization on the country’s
financial system, a number of key economic indicators are considered. These include: inflation rate, international foreign
exchange reserves, bank deposits, international settlements and the ruble exchange rate against major world currencies. In
recent years, the trend towards devalutization has become more prominent due to sanctions imposed by Western countries
and general geopolitical tensions. After 2022, Russia’s international reserves declined due to sanctions. Despite these difficul-
ties, the Russian government has taken measures to strengthen the ruble and relax currency controls. These include restric-
tions on currency transactions and the mandatory return of foreign currency proceeds to the Russian Federation. This has
probably had an impact on the banking system: total deposits and loans continue to grow, but the share of foreign currency
is shrinking.

Abstract. The relevance of this study is due to the contraction of the global labor market in 2022, which is caused by the
new geopolitical situation, uneven recovery from the pandemic and the presence of trade barriers.
