FEATURES OF CAUSES AND CONDITIONS GERONTOLOGICAL CRIME

Abstract. The article identifies and examines the causes and conditions of gerontological crime: population aging; increasing
inflation;, rising prices for medicines; insufficient pension provision; ageism; social isolation; a significant number of stressful
situations; ineffective measures to prevent gerontological crime, etc. The relevance of the stated topic is due to the increasing
proportion of convicts of retirement age, the growth in the number of serious and especially serious crimes committed by
them, and the level of recidivism. To develop effective measures to prevent crime among the elderly, it is necessary to determine
which determinants influenced their commission. It has been established that elderly people face a number of psychologi-
cal problems and stress. The results of the study can be used by the legislator when improving the current legislation of the
Russian Federation; by law enforcement officers - in preventing gerontological crime; by scientists - in further studying the
features of the causes and conditions of gerontological crime. As a conclusion, it is noted that the causes and conditions of
gerontological crime are diverse. They take place in various spheres of public life: demographic (aging of the population),
political (insufficient state policy to support the elderly population), economic (low level of pensions), social (loneliness, social
isolation; ageism). Determining the commission of crimes by the elderly are the causes of a subjective plan - the moral and

psychological characteristics of specific criminals.

NOTARIZATION OF RESOLUTIONS OF GENERAL MEETINGS
OF PARTICIPANTS (SHAREHOLDERS), SOLE PARTICIPANTS
(SHAREHOLDERS) BY A NOTARY PUBLIC

Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of notary certification of decisions of general meetings of participants, as well
as decisions of participants. Such organizational-legal form of a legal entity as a joint-stock company is chosen for the analy-
sis due to the fact that disputes arise quite often in relation to it. In addition, the specificity of the plurality of participants is
taken into account, which, to a certain extent, complicates the certification procedure. The issue of the presence or absence
of the need to notarize decisions of participants of business companies has been a subject of discussions for a long time. At
present, the dominant view is that preservation of the notarization procedure is necessary, because the notary, as performing
the public function of certification, can be considered as increasing the guarantees of protection of participants from unfair

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actions of other persons. Nevertheless, the topic continues to provoke active discussions. In addition, the article pays attention
to such a relevant topic as electronic certification, the possibility and expediency of its preservation for certifying decisions of
participants of business companies. The procedure of electronic certification has not yet been developed at a high enough
level to guarantee the observance of the rights of all participants and third parties. Therefore, there is a need to reflect on the
possibility of its improvement and additional elaboration. The article also pays attention to such an issue as the possibility of
changing not only the notarization procedure, but also in general the fixation of decisions taken at shareholders” meetings.
The procedure envisaged by the current legislation presupposes registration of the adopted decisions, i.e. there is a kind of
additional confirmation of the fact of adoption of a certain decision by a specified number of persons at a certain time. To
what extent it is necessary to keep such additional confirmation, whether it is acceptable to limit it to notarial certification,
including in electronic form, is a subject of discussion. The results of the study and the author’s conclusions regarding the

highlighted controversial issues are the outcome of the analysis presented in the article.

THE ROLE OF CIVIL SOCIETY INSTITUTIONS IN THE LAW ENFORCEMENT
ACTIVITIES OF THE STATE

Abstract. The article is devoted to the study of the role played by civil society institutions in the law enforcement activity of
the state. Recognition that civil society is necessary in a state governed by the rule of law is the reason for increased atten-
tion to civil society institutions on the part of the state. Building interaction between civil society and the state is necessary,
because only in the conditions of active dialog is it possible to identify existing problems and find ways to solve them. The
participation of civil society institutions is assumed in various spheres and is present in the law enforcement activities of the
state. Despite the fact that in general the idea of law enforcement activity in the theory of law and in Russian legislation has
been formed, discussions continue regarding the definition of certain aspects of the functioning of state bodies as involving
or not involving law enforcement. As a consequence, there are still discussions about the permissible limits of intervention of
civil society institutions in law enforcement activities of the state, about the need for it, as well as the purpose of its implemen-
tation. There is still a problem of setting limits on the intervention of civil society institutions in law enforcement activities of
the state, as well as a number of other problems, which are partly due to the imperfection of legal regulation, and partly due

Artificial Intelligence has been one of the leading academic
priorities for many years, telling the story of a characteristic change in society based on the technological transformations
being developed. At the same time, academic concern about the cognizability of this phenomenon began long before an
intelligent set of technological solutions became an integral part of the life of a modern user of digital space. However, the
philosophical and legal research carried out throughout the XXI century did not allow to concretely designate the limits of
understanding of its essence, due to which the place of the phenomenon in the realized social relations remained unexplained.
In the course of the article a number of measures of general profile on comprehensive fixing of limits of cognizability of the
object and simplification of verification procedures of evaluation of its mental potential will be proposed. Also, in the text of
the article the list of special juridically-oriented measures of legal fixation of valid provisions of the limits of cognizability of
the phenomenon is presented. In the final part the definitive construction of the epistemological aspect of artificial intelligence
in law is formulated, aimed at proper comprehension and bringing the progressive innovation under the established criteria

of the national legal doctrine.

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CRIMINOLOGICAL PREVENTION OF PROHIBITED MEANS AND METHODS
OF WARFARE

Abstract. The problem of preventing war crimes related to the use of prohibited means and methods of warfare is considered.
The practicality of criminological modeling of these crimes is substantiated. The criminological characteristics of the use of pro-
hibited means and methods of warfare are clarified and the author’s interpretation of its elements is given: 1) the criminal legal
structure and criminological determinants of the use of prohibited means and methods of warfare; 2) the object of preventive
influence is a state that allows the use of prohibited means and methods of warfare, criminal military units; 3) typical types of
preventive influence aimed at preventing the use of prohibited means and methods of warfare; 4) the subject of criminological
influence is represented by state bodies and public structures. The proposed operations optimize criminological activities to
prevent the use of prohibited means and methods of warfare: 1) systematic collection and analysis of data; 2) formalization
of criteria for the coverage of criminological effects of manifestations of crime of the type in question; 3) modeling of criminal
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behavior of persons prone to the use of prohibited means and methods of warfare. The prospects of using modern network
means of social communication for the tasks of individualization of preventive effects are noted; 4) assessment of the effec-
tiveness of preventive measures aimed at reducing crime. The sentences handed down by the Supreme Court of the DPR in 90
criminal cases of the specified composition are summarized. Measures of criminological prevention of crimes of this type are
proposed: 1) contacting international authorities with information about the commission of war crimes by units of the armed
formations of Ukraine; 2) identifying persons among those captured during the SVO involved in the use of prohibited means

and methods of warfare and inducing them to cooperate with the investigation.

THE PROBLEM OF THE UNCERTAINTY OF THE CONCEPT THE IMMEDIACY
OF ATHREAT TO THE CHILDAS A REASON FOR HIS IMMEDIATE REMOVAL

Abstract. The article presents the results of research on such an important concept for the purposes of decision-making on
removal of a child from the family as “immediacy of threat to life and health”. Russian legislation defines this concept as a
criterion for assessing the complexity of the situation and taking measures to protect the minor. Despite the fact that the
concept is included in the legal norms, it is not properly disclosed, the legislator has not indicated the signs indicating the im-
mediacy and reality of the threat, as a result of which there are prerequisites for an expansive interpretation and, consequently,
the emergence of law enforcement problems. The discretionary power of guardianship and custody bodies in assessing the
situation, instead of a specific normatively defined concept, should also be considered as an imperfection of legal regulation,
as an imperfection of the legislator’s legal technique, as a problem that is ultimately of an applied nature. It is necessary to
develop the concept ofimmediacy of threat in modern conditions, when Russia is a state under the rule of law, when the system
of protection of interests of citizens is consistently built. Only in the presence of the concept, the characteristics of which are
established by the federal law, it is possible to establish legal relations in the framework of which no mistakes will be made,
the legislation will not be interpreted expansively, and the risks of arbitrary violation of the rights of both the minor and his
parents will be minimized. As a result of the conducted complex theoretical and legal analysis, the author’s conclusions are
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presented in the article on the possibility of improving the legal norms in the studied area, defining the concept of “immediate
threat to the life and health of the child’, which allows to determine the directions of changes in the legislation.

FEATURES OF COUNTERING PENITENTIARY CRIME

Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of the features of countering penitentiary crime. In 2018-2023 in the Rus-
sian Federation there has been an increase in the number of convicts committing crimes while serving their sentences in
the form of deprivation of liberty, this is without taking into account their high level of latency and the number of em-
ployees committing crimes in penitentiary institutions (their criminal activity it has a negative effect on the correction of
convicts, the prevention of crimes, the normal procedure for the execution of criminal penalties, etc.). It is indicated that
the counteraction to penitentiary crime is carried out in two directions: general social counteraction (identification and
elimination of economic, social, legal, cultural and moral causes and conditions of penitentiary crime) and special crimi-
nological counteraction (identification and elimination of special de-terminants through prevention (general, individual,
victimological) and the suppression of crimes of the group in question). It is only through the discovery of determinants
and theirimpact that a reduction in penitentiary crime can be achieved. It is concluded that the existing negative trends in
penitentiary crime require the development of effective counteraction measures, for example, increasing wages for prison
staff convicted serving sentences in places of deprivation of liberty; developing a strategy to counter penitentiary crime;
equipping penitentiary institutions with advanced digital technologies, as well as improving those that take place in the
present time; conducting monitoring and developing psychological programs aimed at reducing the level of psychological
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tension among convicts, etc. Analytical work has been carried out on the study of various measures to counteract juvenile
delinquency, which can later be used in scientific research.

Abstract. The concept of digitalization is considered, its multifaceted and contradictory nature is noted, as well as its posi-
tive impact on the ability of different branches of government to perform functions. A number of digital technologies are
highlighted, which, according to the author, will prove to be the most significant in terms of use in the public legal sphere in
the foreseeable future. The discussion on the possibility of making judicial decisions based on artificial intelligence technolo-
gies is considered, in particular, the arguments “for” and “against” the use of this technology as the basis of justice are noted.
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The hypothesis about the possibility of making judicial decisions in the future based on artificial intelligence technologies is
expressed and substantiated. Special attention is paid to understanding the issues of responsibility in the context of making
unlawful decisions using artificial intelligence. The issues of prospects for the development of e-government technologies are
touched upon, the risks of the emergence of unlimited digital power are noted. The threats to such fundamental state-legal
ideas as the power of the people, the electability of power, the changeability of power, its limitations and the division into
three branches are emphasized. It is concluded that artificial intelligence technologies pose the greatest risks to the public

THE FORMATION OF PRIDNESTROVIAN STATEHOOD THROUGH THE PRISM OF
THE NORMATIVE CONTENT OF THE CONSTITUTIONS OF 1991
AND 1995:AN ASPECT OF THE INSTITUTIONAL DESIGN OF PUBLIC AUTHORITIES

Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of the emergence and constitution of the statehood of the Pridnestrovian
Moldavian Republic through the prism of the normative embodiment of the main institutions of the state in two Constitutions
of Pridnestrovie — the first Constitution of Pridnestrovie of 1991 adopted by Parliament and approved at the IV Congress of
Deputies of all levels and the second Constitution of 1995 adopted at a national referendum. The author’s gradation of the
stages of Pridnestrovian constitutionalism is presented with the identification of the characteristic features of each of the 5
stages with a detailed analysis of each of them through the prism of the institutional design of public authorities. It is concluded
that, taking into account the new draft law on amendments and additions to the Constitution of Pridnestrovie introduced
in October 2024, the fifth stage of Pridnestrovian constitutionalism continues, characterized by a fragmentary change in the

text of the Basic Law of Pridnestrovie.

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LEGAL REGULATION OF THE LOW-RISE BUILDING SECTOR HOUSING
CONSTRUCTION: PROBLEMS AND PROSPECTS

Abstract. The article considers one of the most important spheres of modern urban development in Russia, it is low-rise
housing construction. The concept of low-rise housing construction is given. It is noted that today low-rise construction is the
most popular type than apartment buildings. The fundamental advantages of low-rise housing construction are outlined.
The measures of state support of citizens willing to buy or build their own individual house are analyzed. Despite the growing
need for housing and a huge number of construction companies, it remains in question due to low quality. The analysis of
the provisions of the Federal Law N 476-FZ dated December 30, 2021 and the Resolution of the Constitutional Court of the
Russian Federation N@ 55-P dated December 28, 2021 shows that there are gaps concerning the procedure for owners to join a
real estate owners’ association, as well as liability measures for developers who abuse their right to overestimate the costs of
common property. The paper analyzes the problems of development of low-rise building projects in Russia, which are faced not
only by developers, but also by potential buyers. The lack of unified standards for low-rise construction in the legislation, lack
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of qualified specialists in this area, lack of competent architectural planning, violation of construction technologies and use
of low-quality building materials, widespread refusals to citizens in obtaining rural mortgages, insufficient state and technical
control by supervisory authorities over the sphere of low-rise residential construction, all this indicates the need for revision
of the existing legislation, and the need to improve the quality of its implementation. The conclusions about the prospects of

their realization for solving the problems of sustainable development of suburban and urban areas are formulated.

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LAW ENFORCEMENT ASPECTS OF THE ESTABLISHMENT INTEREST
IN MAKING A DEAL

Abstract. The article considers the concept of interest in relation to the challenge of extraordinary transactions of business
companies. The concept of interest, which is given enough attention at the level of research, in the legislation is insufficiently
specified, which indicates a low level of legal technique of the legislator, refusal to elaborate in detail the essence of the definition,
its definition, components, the possibility of manifestation in practice. The current legal regulation in this area does not allow to
form uniformity of judicial practice due to the insufficiency of the existing definition, expansive interpretation of the concept of
interest. In this part of the assessment of the factual component and qualification of the legal relations that have arisen is left
entirely to the discretion of the court, to whose competence the consideration of the arisen dispute is attributed. This results in
sometimes somewhat arbitrary interpretation of the concept, even in the presence of legal positions of higher courts. There is
insufficient uniformity of court practice, which should be regarded as a problem, because its absence is a prerequisite for taking
different decisions in situations of similarity of factual circumstances, refusal to protect a right or unreasonable granting of
protection in the absence of grounds for it, as well as the continuation of the procedure of court proceedings, which lasts for
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years in Russia, which also does not contribute to the construction of a truly rule-of-law state, in which all guaranteed rights
are protected and their subjects are able to defend them. In addition, challenging interested-party transactions in practice
involves certain difficulties in finding and presenting evidence. In the aggregate, the existing problems lead to the fact that the
mechanism of proof in cases of this category does not allow to fully ensure the protection of the rights and legitimate interests
of participants of business companies. Consequently, there is a need to study and analyze law enforcement practice to identify
the most difficult aspects of proving. Based on the results of the study, the current problems of proving in cases of contesting

interested-party transactions are highlighted and possible ways of their solution are formulated.

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THE CONCEPT OF LEGAL FICTION IS AN EPISTEMOLOGICAL CATEGORY

Abstract. The paper attempts to define the concept of legal fiction and assesses the role of legal fictions in legal practice,
especially insofar as they allow for legal change. The paper defines legal fiction as any suspension of one or more required
operative facts leading to the imposition of an associated normative consequence, whether this “suspension” is imposed
because of the absence of evidence of a previously required fact; or the presence of evidence to the contrary. Legal fiction is
one of the positive fictitious phenomena in law, which the legislator needs to solve the tasks of regulating social relations. The
author proposes the newest in legal science definition of legal fiction as an epistemological category. Epistemology answers
questions related to how we can make our beliefs about this world knowledge. An epistemological category is a concept that
offers a definition of knowledge to establish pragmatic (“useful”) legal truth, formulating the distinctions between knowledge,
certainty, and probability. A category that formulates the relevance of the assertion of evidence in the process, the influence of
social aspects on the human mind’s perception of certain knowledge, defining the distinction between classical (mathematical)
probability and legal probability (conjunctive propositions), and treating the quality of evidence as a matter of degree (bal-
ance of probabilities). Legal fiction is an epistemological acceptance of a fact, which does not correspond to reality, existing

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(or not existing), established by the norms of civil procedural law and causing certain legal consequences. Legal fictions do
not take a position on the probability of valid facts. Instead, they simply make the operative fact (for the time being) irrelevant
or unnecessary for imposing the corresponding normative consequence.

PROSECUTOR’S MANAGEMENT OF CRIMINAL PROSECUTION
INTHE FORM OF INVESTIGATION

Abstract. This article explores the various views of Russian scientists on the problem of prosecutorial leadership of criminal
prosecution in the form of an inquiry, which in the branch theory has received the name of prosecutorial inquiry. The author
in detail, with reference to the norms of the Code of Criminal Procedure of the Russian Federation, proves that the concepts
of “criminal prosecution” and “charge” are not synonymous. At the same time, he questions the possibility of legalizing in the
domestic criminal process the experience of police inquiry accumulated in the countries of the Anglo-Saxon and continental
legal systems (families), which, in his opinion, is impossible without fundamental changes in the system of law enforcement
agencies.

THE EVOLUTION OF THE LEGAL REGULATION OF THE ACTIVITIES
OF SPECIAL COLLEGIUMS (1934-1938)

Abstract. The article is devoted to the little-studied topic of legal regulation of the activities of special boards. The article is
based on the use of both published and archival sources. The methodology is based on the approach proposed by P. Solomon.
The author comes to the conclusion about the gradual expansion of the competence of special collegia. In his opinion, it was
characterised by a departmental nature. This led to the fragmentation of the legal field and contributed to the violation of
the norms of substantive and procedural law. The bulk of cases considered by the special collegiums were cases of anti-Soviet
agitation. The law enforcement practice in these cases was characterised by an expansive interpretation of the relevant legal

norms. This made it possible to regulate the number of these offences.

TO THE ISSUE OF TORT LIABILITY FOR HARM CAUSED TO THE LIFE
OR HEALTH OF A CITIZEN IN THE COURSE OF MEDICAL ACTIVITIES

Abstract. The article deals with the issue of tort liability for harm caused to the life or health of a citizen in the course of carrying
out medical activities. The emphasis is on the problem of qualification of medical activity as a source of increased danger. The
possibility of attributing vaccination to a source of increased danger is being investigated. The problem of professional liability
insurance for medical workers is touched upon as an important aspect of protecting the rights of patients, medical workers,
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and medical organizations. The authors conclude that certain methods and methods of treatment used in medical activities
have signs of a source of increased danger. However, possible cases of adverse reactions or complications in connection with
vaccination do not in themselves make it a source of increased danger. The introduction of a mandatory professional liability

insurance system for medical workers is a necessary step to improve the quality of medical care.

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EVALUATION OF THE EFFECTIVENESS OF INNOVATIVE PROJECTS BASED
ON PROJECT INVESTMENTS: ADVANTAGES AND THE DISADVANTAGES
OF DIFFERENT APPROACHES

Abstract. The article considers and analyzes methodological approaches to evaluating the effectiveness of innovative projects
based on project investments, which allow determining their investment attractiveness, both for investors and public partners
or government agencies. Both short-term and long-term assessment methods are considered, including their application at
various stages of the project life cycle. Special attention is paid to the discounted cash flow model as the most common assess-
ment tool. Both the advantages of discounted cash flow (accounting for the time value of money, the possibility of forecast-
ing) and the limitations of the model associated with high sensitivity to source data and the complexity of forecasting cash
flows in conditions of uncertainty characteristic of innovative projects are considered in detail. As an alternative to discounted
cash flow, the real options method is presented, which allows taking into account the flexibility of management decisions
and responding to changing project conditions. Various models for evaluating options are analyzed, including the binomial
decision tree and the Black-Scholes model. Brief characteristics of the methods of scenario analysis and sensitivity analysis
are presented. The risks of a technological, market and organizational nature are analyzed, and the application of sensitivity
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analysis is demonstrated by a practical example to assess the impact of risks on the net discounted income of the project. As
a result of the study, the economic feasibility of using a particular method at various stages of innovative projects is shown,
and a universal financial model of primary efficiency assessment is proposed, which can be used at the stage of pre-project
justification for preliminary screening and selection of projects with the greatest investment potential.
