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knowledge. In the aspect of the investigative and judicial direction of the implementation of anti-criminal policy, the modern
possibilities of forensic examinations in the investigation of manifestations of extremism are investigated. The possibilities of
forensic examinations, as well as examinations of the humanitarian class, are considered. Their importance for establishing
the circumstances to be proved during the investigation is shown. The author’s expertise solves the identification (individual
and group) task regarding works of extremist content, as well as the diagnosis of extremist meanings in the text of leaflets,
posters, brochures and other documents. The possibilities of video engineering, phonoscopic, computer-technical expertise in
solving identification and diagnostic investigation tasks are shown. Their objects are information materials distributed on social
networks, which is relevant for the tasks of investigating verbal crimes. The possibilities of historical expertise are related to the
investigation of the facts of the rehabilitation of Nazism and other manifestations of extremism related to historical events.
Manifestations of political extremism become objects of political science expertise. It is joined by a religious studies examination,
based on the results of which it is possible to conduct an investigation of manifestations of religious extremism. Art objects
and cultural actions with extremist content are investigated by cultural studies. Basically, the diagnostic task of establishing
the extremist orientation of the presented objects is being solved. The possibilities of forensic linguistic and psychological
examinations are considered in a complex, and their preventive value is shown. The issues of overcoming counteraction to
the investigation of manifestations of extremism are investigated. The place of forensic examinations in tactical operations to
overcome such opposition has been determined. The conclusion is made about the effectiveness of a comprehensive forensic
study of an extremist personality, appeals, documented actions, and other objects of extremist content. The anti-extremist

significance of forensic examinations is confirmed by examples from investigative and judicial practice.

For this purpose, a regression model of the
energy intensity of GRP on the studied factors of sustainability of the fuel and energy complex in the regions of the Central
Federal District (CFD) of Russia was compiled. Based on the model, an innovative conclusion was made that with the systematic
implementation of technological and non-technological innovations in the fuel and energy complex, it is possible to strengthen
the energy security of the regions of Russia: a reduction in the energy intensity of GRF, which does not require limiting energy
consumption by households and organizations and allows for any scenarios for changing the structure of GRP: specialization
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in both sulfur services and industry. Using the obtained model, a promising combination of sustainability factors of the fuel
and energy complex in the regions of the Central Federal District of Russia in 2025 was found, if achieved, a decrease in the
arithmetic mean of the GRP energy intensity in the Central Federal District of Russia is predicted to be more than 6 times. The
proposed control values of statistical indicators for optimizing the regulatory impact on the sustainability factors of the fuel
and energy complex, as well as target benchmarks for reducing the GRP energy intensity in each region of the Central Federal
District of Russia in 2025 can be used in drawing up a roadmap for the practical implementation of the Energy Strategy of
Russia until 2035. The theoretical contribution of the obtained results is expressed in the fact that they, firstly, supplemented
the existing scientific understanding of the set of sustainability factors of the fuel and energy complex in the regions of Russia,
which should include such factors as technological (automation) and non-technological innovations. Secondly, the authors’
conclusions have clarified the mechanisms of influence on the noted factors - the development of a knowledge society and an
innovative economy, as well as digital modernization of the fuel and energy complex, which involves the creation of “smart”
regional power supply networks (Smart Grid), act as promising mechanisms of reqgulatory influence on the identified factors

of sustainability of the fuel and energy complex in modern Russian regions.

ROLE AND PLACE OF ARBITRATION MANAGEMENT IN SUSTAINABLE
REGIONAL DEVELOPMENT

Abstract. This article examines approaches to the implementation of arbitration management as a component of the im-
plementation of anti-crisis policy at the regional level. The author analyzed historical approaches to effective bankruptcy
management and foreign experience in anti-crisis management. It was found that the study of legal regulation of insolvency
relations in pre-revolutionary Russia indicates its fairly high level even in comparison with contemporary foreign analogues.
In modern conditions, the Russian Federation is forming its own model of regulatory influence on the system of relations
between the debtor and the creditor, so the use of positive foreign experience seems extremely promising and effective. In
the course of the study, it was noted that the institution of arbitration management at the regional level is needed in order
to most effectively resolve issues related to the financial recovery of industrial enterprises. It was found that the functions of
arbitration management are: organizational, methodological, analytical, prognostic, planning and control functions. It is
concluded that arbitration management as an economic and legal institution of insolvency operates on the basis of its own
institutional principles. The author defines the principles of arbitration management, which are based on general economic
principles and principles of insolvency law, forming a stable basis for the implementation of effective and qualified manage-

ment of the debtor during its insolvency.

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FINANCING OF INVESTMENT PROCESSES IN THE IT SECTOR
OF THE RUSSIAN ECONOMY

Abstract. The article considers the issues of financing investment processes in the IT sector of the Russian economy, which is
one of the most dynamically developing industries. The relevance of the study is due to the growing role of the IT industry in
the diversification of the Russian economy and the need for its support to improve competitiveness in the face of sanctions
pressure and technological changes. The purpose of the work is to improve the mechanisms of financing and state support for
IT companies to stimulate investment growth in the industry. The methodological basis of the study was an analysis of public
policy, correlation and regression analyses to assess the effectiveness of tax incentives, as well as the development of original
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models of state support adapted to the economic conditions of Russia. The work used methods of system, comparative and
statistical analysis. The results of the study show that the current tax incentives do not have a significant impact on the profit-
ability of IT sector enterprises, but have a positive effect on increasing the number of specialists and creating new jobs. New
approaches to optimizing the state support system are proposed, which can increase the efficiency of investment processes

in the IT sphere, promoting the growth of the industry and mitigating the effects of sanctions.

THE IMPACT OF DIGITAL ON DEVELOP OF REGIONAL FOOD MARKETS

Abstract. The results of assessing panel models with fixed effects of regions and time showed that there was a relationship
between the main elements of the food market and indicators of socio-economic and industrial development in 14 regions
of the Volga Federal District for the period 1991-2022: demand and supply in food markets are inelastic in price. At the same
time, the demand for food depends not only on demographic and socio-economic factors, but also on the development of
digital infrastructure.
