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FEATURES OF PROVING IN A COURT SESSION THE OCCUPIMENT
OF A HIGH POSITION IN A CRIMINAL HIERARCHY BY A PERSON

Abstract. The article examines the features of proving in a court session that a person occupies a high position in the criminal
hierarchy. The author comes to the conclusion that the investigation and disclosure of crimes provided for in Article 210.1 of the
Criminal Code of the Russian Federation currently cause problems for law enforcement officers; the investigation of crimes of
this category has its own specifics in terms of the subject of proof. The results of operational search activities and investigative
tactics play a huge role in this process. When filing charges, the investigative bodies and the supervising prosecutor must pay
close attention to the time of the crime in order to prevent the possible return of the criminal case to the prosecutor in accord-
ance with Article 237 of the Criminal Procedure Code of the Russian Federation. In addition, comparative phonoscopic, cultural
examinations of permanent drawings (tattoos) on the body of the accused, psychological and psychiatric examinations for such
categories of criminal cases are necessary. Their implementation must be planned in advance, even at the stage of preliminary
investigation. It seems that if the materials of a criminal case contain freely available photos and videos that may capture the
facts of “coronation” as “thieves’, other circumstances that have evidentiary value for the criminal case, during the preliminary
investigation it is imperative to establish the owners of Internet resources, specific addressees who can be interrogated as wit-
nesses on the circumstances of the criminal case, as well as conduct video and photo technical examinations to determine
the authenticity of photos and videos, identify traces of video editing, retouching and other methods of changing images.

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THE IDENTITY OF THE CRIMINAL WHO COMMITS MURDER IN A GENERALLY
DANGEROUS WAY

Abstract. The article examines the identity of a criminal who committed murder in a generally dangerous way, which is the
central element of the criminological characteristics of this type of criminal offense. Socio-psychological and socio-demographic
characteristics of a criminal play an important role in the criminological assessment of a personadlity, reflecting its individuality
and character. The study of this phenomenon is especially important, since such crimes not only threaten people’s lives, but
also cause serious violations of public safety. First of all, the author highlights the concept of the criminal’s personality and
its connection with the crimes committed by him, provides statistics on the crimes committed. Next, the main features and
qualities that may be characteristic of this type of criminals are highlighted. An important aspect of the study is the analysis of
the motivation and psychological state of the offender, which may be crucial when choosing a generally dangerous method
of committing murder. An integral element of the personality of such a criminal is his value system. They may have extremely
deviant and distorted ideas about morality and the rules of society. The absence of social restrictions and compliance with
the laws can contribute to the commission of murders in a generally dangerous way and increase their desire to dominate

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and control other people. Various generally dangerous ways of committing murder that can be used by criminals are also
considered. The author analyzes such methods as the use of firearms, chemicals, explosions and others. Special attention is
paid to the technical aspects and accessibility of such methods, as well as the possible consequences for victims and society
as a whole. In conclusion, the author summarizes the results of the study and draws conclusions about the importance of

studying the identity of a criminal who commits murders in a generally dangerous way.

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CLASSIFICATION OF EVIDENCE IN ARBITRATION THE NEED TO REVISE
APPROACHES TO DETERMINING THE STATUS OF CERTAIN TYPES
OF EVIDENCE

Abstract. The relevance of the study is due to the insufficiency of modern classifications of evidence as the basis of legal
regulation. The emergence and increasingly active use of electronic evidence and its various varieties are not fully taken into
accountin the implementation of legal regulation, which is manifested in the uncertainty of the legal status of certain types of
evidence, in particular, such as screenshots and correspondence that is conducted electronically. As a consequence, scientific
discussions continue as to what type of these electronic evidences should be attributed to, how exactly legal relations in con-
nection with their use for the purposes of proving should be regulated. The aim of the study is to analyze modern classifications
of evidence, including those enshrined in Russian legislation, in conjunction with new types of evidence, as a way to determine
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the possibility of specifying the classification and, as a consequence, to improve legal regulation in terms of the use of certain
types of electronic evidence. When conducting the research, theoretical views on the classification of evidence in arbitration
proceedings, Russian legislation, as well as judicial practice were taken as a basis. Such methods of scientific knowledge as
the method of analysis and synthesis, method of expert evaluations, comparative-legal, formal-legal methods were used in
the analysis. The necessity of revision of approaches to the implementation of the classification of evidence in arbitration
proceedings is substantiated. The modern classification of evidence does not fully meet the methods and tools of proving,
including due to the uncertainty of the legal status of certain types of evidence. It is concluded that it is necessary to determine
the legal status of screenshots and correspondence, which is conducted electronically and can be recorded for submission to
the court, including in the form of screenshots, as electronic evidence, as well as to change the current legislation in this part.

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ADAPTING BANKING BUSINESS MODELS TO CLIMATE CHANGE: EFFECTIVE
RISK MITIGATION STRATEGIES

Abstract. This article explores strategies to mitigate the risks associated with climate change and their integration into key
business processes of banks. With the increasing impact of climate change on the financial sector, banks are faced with the
need to adapt their business models to effectively manage climate risks. The analysis of best practices and innovative ap-
proaches to assessment and management of climate risks in the banking sector is carried out. Attention is focused on the
role of ESG factors (environmental, social and managerial) in the transformation of banking business models and increasing
the sustainability of financial institutions. The integrated climate risk management model (IMUCM) developed by the author
is described, which combines risk assessment methods, digital technologies and ESG metrics. The proposals presented in the
article are aimed at stimulating the implementation of the principles of sustainable development and low-carbon technolo-
gies in the banking industry by integrating IMUCR into the strategic planning and operational activities of banks, which is of
particular importance for ensuring the long-term competitiveness and stability of the financial system in the context of the
transition to a low-carbon economy. The potential benefits of implementing IMUCR are being considered, such as improving
the reputation of banks, attracting new customers focused on environmentally responsible business, and reducing the risks

necessary for the successful implementation of the IWRM are strategically justified and payback in the long term, given the
growing importance of climate risks and the expectations of regulators and society regarding the sustainable development

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STRATEGIC GUIDELINES FOR SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT OF THE FUEL
AND ENERGY COMPLEX IN THE REGIONAL ECONOMY OF RUSSIA

Abstract. The article seeks to strengthen the theoretical and methodological basis for the digital transition of the fuel and
energy complex in the regional economy of Russia (using the electric power industry of the Central Federal District - CFD as
an example). A factor analysis of the capacity of power plants and electricity generation in the regional economy of Russia is
carried out through a regression analysis of their dependence on the factors that determine the sustainable development of
the fuel and energy complex in the regional economy during the transition to Industry 4.0: financing and mass use of digital
technologies. The conducted empirical study made it possible to form a systemic understanding of the cause-and-effect rela-
tionships of sustainable development of the fuel and energy complex in the regional economy of the Central Federal District
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of Russia in the context of the Fourth Industrial Revolution. The main theoretical conclusion is that the most promising digital
technology for the modernization of the fuel and energy complex in the regions of the Central Federal District of Russia is big
data. Based on the econometric model, a forecast of sustainable development of the fuel and energy complex in the regional
economy of the Central Federal District of Russia until 2030 has been compiled, which is supported by strategic guidelines for
sustainable development of the electric power industry in the economy of each Central Federal District of Russia in the con-
sidered time period. In particular, financial (required annual volume of expenses for modernization), technological (necessary
scale of increase in the share of organizations using big data) and production (target capacity of power plants and volume of
electricity generation) strategic guidelines for sustainable development of the fuel and energy complex in each region of the
Central Federal District are proposed. The applied recommendations developed in this article support the implementation of
the strategic direction in the field of digital transformation of the fuel and energy complex until 2030. The implementation of
the author’s proposals will ensure accelerated advancement of the regional economy of Russia along the strategic vector of
sustainable development of the fuel and energy complex associated with strengthening the high-tech nature of the electric
power industry.

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ANALYSIS OF THE ACTUAL STATE OF DENTAL INFRASTRUCTURE IN RUSSIAN
REGIONS: PROBLEMS AND OPPORTUNITIES FOR INNOVATION

Abstract. The analysis of the actual state of dental infrastructure in Russian regions is an urgent task due to the heterogene-
ous development of medical services, which directly affects the quality and availability of dental care to the population. In this
article a comprehensive analysis of the dental industry of the Russian Federation in the context of the current economic sanc-
tions with the use of qualitative and quantitative research methods is carried out. Key aspects of the dental infrastructure are
discussed, including existing problems and opportunities for the introduction of innovative solutions. The results of the study
show that private clinics effectively supplement the public health care system, adapting to the needs of patients. Nevertheless,
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the dental market is facing serious challenges, including a decrease in the number of private consultations as a result of the
COVID-19 pandemic, an increase in the cost of services caused by economic sanctions, and complications with logistics and
equipment imports. The identified problems, such as resource shortages, decreasing staff qualifications, low wages and limited
access to government support, require a comprehensive approach to their solution. The article proposes measures to optimize
budget expenditures, attract additional sources of financing and develop preventive programs. The main attention is paid
to the need to adapt the dental infrastructure to modern challenges through the integration of digital technologies, which
will improve diagnosis and increase the accuracy of medical procedures. However, the implementation of these technologies
also faces obstacles, such as the high cost of equipment and the lack of willingness of medical personnel to be trained in new
methods.

Abstract. Cluster policy in the Russian agro-industrial complex is a strategic tool aimed at increasing the competitiveness
and sustainability of the agricultural sector.

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IMPROVING THE TECHNOLOGY OF SUNFLOWER CULTIVATION
WITH AN INCREASE IN YIELD AND PRODUCT QUALITY

Abstract. The article presents the developed technological maps of sunflower cultivation taking into account statistical data
for normal and intensive cultivation technologies. The purpose of the study is to improve the technology of sunflower cultiva-
tion using economic calculation of the yield and quality of oilseed products. The main task of the agricultural sector of the
economy of any country is to obtain high profitable yields of sunflower and products of its production - vegetable oils. Only
under such conditions can we hope for the successful development of sunflower cultivation and an increase in the quality of
products, as well as the creation of favorable conditions for expanded reproduction, which will ensure a stable increase in yields.
In recent years, questions have arisen in the field of vegetable oil production to which agrobiological science is not yet able to
provide answers. This complicates the solution of existing problems. Considering the technological maps for seed cultivation
by both conventional and intensive methods, we can state that the yield level directly depends on the degree of production
intensification. However, when increasing production intensity, it is important to establish the optimal level of intensification,
since there is a limit after which additional investments no longer pay off in additional volumes of oilseed products.

PROBLEMS OF LEGAL REGULATION OF LEASE LEGAL RELATIONS
IN ENTREPRENEURIAL ACTIVITIES

Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of the main elements of the lease agreement, the main problems of conclusion
and maintenance of lease agreements are considered, the views of legal scholars and the results of law enforcement practice
on the main aspects of the lease agreement between subjects of entrepreneurial activity are presented. The convenience of
using the design of lease legal relations in the economic activity of subjects of civil turnover does not cause any doubts. The
lease agreement is widely used by legal entities and entrepreneurs for procurement, production of works, services and goods
for both state and municipal needs. The fact that the state pays great attention to the institution of lease legal relations
in entrepreneurial activity is confirmed by a number of amendments adopted in 2020 during the pandemic period. These
include the Federal Law of April 1, 2020 «On Amending Certain Legislative Acts of the Russian Federation on the Prevention
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and Elimination of Emergency Situations», Resolution of the Government of the Russian Federation of April 3, 2020 N2 439
«On Establishing Requirements for the Conditions and Terms of Deferral of Payment of Rent under Real Estate Lease Agree-
ments», etc. Often in lease legal relations the landlord is the most prepared. In most cases, leasing out property is the main
type of activity for the lessor and an integral part of business for the lessee. The practice of recent years shows how important
it is to observe and think over the rules of concluding a lease agreement between subjects of entrepreneurial activity. In most
cases, entrepreneurial activity begins with the conclusion of a lease agreement. In this article we will talk about the lease of
premises, offices, retail space, warehouses and production facilities. As a rule, when concluding a lease agreement, subjects
of entrepreneurial activity pay more attention to the area of the leased premises and its rent, as for other issues, at first glance
they do not seem essential, however, as court practice shows, certain nuances of lease legal relations can bring significant

losses to both the lessee and the lessor.
