ON THE ISSUE OF ACHIEVING THE CORRECTIVE GOAL OF PUNISHMENT

Abstract. The article draws attention to the content and place in the system of goals of criminal punishment of such a goal
as the correction of the convict. The author draws attention to the characteristics of the internal content and essence of the
considered goal of punishment, names and reveals the criteria for achieving this goal. In the criminal law doctrine, there is
a point of view that the goal of correction, legislatively enshrined in Part 2 of Article 43 of the Criminal Code of the Russian
Federation and in Part 1 of Article 1 of the Criminal Executive Code of the Russian Federation are the same in their internal
content. Based on the analysis, the author of the article attempts to change the existing approach to assessing the content
of the goal in question in its criminal-legal and criminal-executive aspects. The result of the study is the conclusion that it is
advisable to talk about the achievement of the goal under study not at the time of release of the person from the punishment
appointed by the court, but after a certain period of time after his release. At the same time, the set of correctional measures
applied in the process of executing the sentence, up to release from it, makes it possible to assess the effectiveness of the

educational impact on the convict.

Keywords: correction of the convicted person, educational influence, execution of punishment, purposes of punishment, regime of
serving punishment.

Abstract. Globalization, as a process of modernity, affects all spheres of human activity, including in the aspect of legal regula-
tion of relations, because social relations themselves are subject to transformation. The purpose of the research: to conduct a
study of the dynamics of changes in the principles of legal regulation of financial organizations in the light of globalization.
The relevance is due to the need for constant change of approaches to legal regulation, both in the light of the unification
of states into unions, as well as in the light of confrontation, especially brightly manifested for Russia as a result of a special
military operation, as well as the imposition of sanctions on the part of states unfriendly to Russia. Despite the presence of
both positive and negative factors, the legal regulation in Russia itself is based on a number of principles that are general,
being enshrined in the basic law of the state. When changing the legal regulation of financial organizations’ activities, these
principles cannot and should not be fully modified, as this is inadmissible in a state governed by the rule of law. At the same
time, the objective need to protect the interests of the state predetermines not the abandonment of the basic principles, but
their somewhat different development in the legislation of our state, both in relation to the regulation of social relations at
the national level, and in the aspect of regulation of international relations. According to the results, conclusions are drawn

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THE CONCEPT OF THE EVIDENTIARY PROCESS IN ARBITRATION

Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of the modern process of evidence in arbitration proceedings. Legislation in this
area, as well as the practice of law enforcement, has been actively developing in recent years.

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FEATURES OF THE CONTRACT FOR THE SUPPLY OF FOOD PRODUCTS
THROUGH THE ORGANIZATION OF A RETAIL NETWORK

Abstract. This article identifies and analyzes the specific features of a contract for the supply of food products to a retail chain.
The author pays special attention to the amendments made in 2024 to the current Russian legislation, namely Federal Law N°
301 and Federal Law N° 318, regarding import substitution and payment terms for food products with a short shelf life. The
article contains statistical data from the Federal Customs Service of the Russian Federation and the Federal State Statistics
Service for 2021-2024 analyzed by the author. The author makes a reasonable conclusion about a significant decrease in the
import and export of goods, as well as an increase in the share of retail chain turnover in the total retail turnover. The reasons
for the growth of retail chains specializing in the sale of food products under their own brands are given. The existing prob-
lems of concluding international contracts for the supply of goods in connection with the introduction of economic sanctions
against Russia are identified and analyzed. The author pays special attention to the issue of discrepancy in the quality of the
supplied products. The issue of the possibility of including in the supply contract a clause on the mandatory audit by the retailer
in order to select a safe and high-quality product for the consumer is considered. Based on the comparison of legal norms
governing the requirements for supplied and sold goods, existing problems of legal regulation are identified. They concern
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the list of information posted by the supplier. The author, considering this issue, proposes to eliminate the existing legal gap
by making certain changes and additions to Art. 9 of Federal Law N° 381.

USE OF ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE IN CRIMINAL PROCEEDINGS
OF THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION

Abstract. The article examines the application of artificial intelligence (Al) technologies in domestic criminal proceedings. The
author elucidates the essence of Al and provides a classification of the stages of development of these technologies. A crucial
methodological principle is highlighted, emphasizing the strict separation of procedural and non-procedural aspects of Al’s
impact on criminal proceedings. Through the interpretation of a fundamental criminal procedural provision regarding the free
evaluation of evidence, the thesis is substantiated that the use of Al in assessing evidence within criminal procedural activities
is inadmissible. The article discusses doctrinal viewpoints on the potential for integrating Al technologies into the activities
of authorized state bodies and officials in making criminal procedural decisions. lllustrative examples, including the use of
ChatGPT for legal tasks, demonstrate the current limitations of narrowly focused Al in effectively drafting legal documents,
including those related to criminal procedures. The scientific perspective on the prospects of employing Al technologies in the
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activities of officials dealing with crime reports and making legislatively defined decisions is analyzed. Drawing parallels with
this position and based on the axiom that only strictly formalized provisions can be programmed, the author concludes that
there is potential for using Al technologies in criminal procedural activities concerning decisions on submitted motions and
complaints. The article describes the main functions of an algorithm designed to analyze the content of incoming motions
and complaints, providing judges with recommendations for making specific criminal procedural decisions.

PECULIARITIES OF RESPONSIBILITY OF SUBJECTS OF DELEGATED
JURISDICTION FOR DEFECTS OF INDIVIDUAL LEGAL ACTS

Abstract. The article examines in a comparative aspect various legal circumstances related to the responsibility of subjects
of delegated and public jurisdiction for the adoption of defective individual legal acts, that is, non-normative legal acts that
do not comply with legislation, adopted in violation of the established procedure and affecting the rights and legitimate
interests of citizens and organizations.

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THE STUDY OF INTERNAL FACTORS AND BARRIERS AFFECTING
THE EFFECTIVENESS OF INTER-BUDGETARY RELATIONS IN RUSSIA

Abstract. The article examines the effectiveness of inter-budgetary relations in Russia, which depends on a number of factors,
including political, economic and social. The study analyzes the impact of these factors on the effectiveness of inter-budgetary
relations in Russia using specific examples. Special attention is paid to political factors such as the political will and priori-
ties of the government, political stability and consolidation of power, regional political ambitions, as well as interaction and
cooperation between the federal center and the regions. It is shown that examples of the influence of these factors can be the
allocation of additional resources for major sporting events, the creation of the National Welfare Fund during the presidency
of Vladimir Putin, conflicts during the annexation of Crimea to Russia.

In addition, the work notes the influence of social factors, in particular, demographic trends and the level of education
of the population. Based on the results of the analysis, recommendations are proposed, including strengthening control and
reporting, improving legislation, as well as developing interregional cooperation. The implementation of these measures will
contribute to increasing transparency and openness of the budget allocation process, which in turn will ensure more efficient

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taking into account their scale, objectives, technologies, risk level and specifics of the regional context. The article emphasizes
the need to move away from outdated models and towards integrative methods of innovation management. The updated
definition and classification create a basis for improving the effectiveness of projects, their adaptation to dynamic conditions
and strengthening their role in addressing global challenges. The results of the study form a practical and theoretical basis for

the development of strategies that ensure sustainable development and progress in a rapidly changing world.

Abstract. In the digital age, marketing partnerships have become an increasingly common tool for business growth, requir-
ing a strong ethical foundation and trust between participants.

MODELS OF STATE SUPPORT FOR OILFIELD SERVICE COMPANIES:
ANALYSIS OF FOREIGN PRACTICES

Abstract. The study is aimed at identifying current problems and opportunities for effective cooperation between all market
participants: the state, oilfield service companies and oil and gas producing companies.
