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ABUSE OF LAW FROM THE STANDPOINT OF RUSSIAN LEGISLATION:
PREREQUISITES FOR REVISING THE UNDERSTANDING OF THE ESSENCE
AND ESTABLISHING LIABILITY

Abstract. The article reveals the problems of defining the concept and essence of the institution of abuse of law, based on an
analytical review of the specialized literature on the specified institution and judicial practice based on the application of art.
10 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation. It is determined that the main difficulties in interpreting the institution of abuse
of law are the inability to identify common characteristics and criteria for abuse of law, and in law enforcement practice, to
prove intent. The reasons for the problems that have arisen, according to the author, are not only the lack of detail in Russian
legislation regarding the limits of citizens’ exercise of their rights and duties, but also the separation of abuse of law from other
actions (inaction), such as lawful behavior, unlawful behavior, delusion and unintentional mistakes. From the author’s point
of view, abuse of law should be differentiated into abuse of subjective law and abuse of authority. In this case, the entities di-
rectly involved in the abuse differ, which is the basis for both delineating intent and applying appropriate legislation to resolve
disputes. As a justification for theoretical and practical conclusions regarding the institution of abuse of law, its essence and
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specifics, the opinions of civil scientists and the positions of law enforcement officers, who consider abuse of law as a diverse
phenomenon, are given. Judicial practice has become especially valuable for studying the abuse of law. The conclusions
formulated based on the results of the study can make a scientific contribution to the disclosure of the essence of abuse of

law, as well as to the process of improving legislation and law enforcement practice regarding the institution of abuse of law.

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ON INCREASING THE LAW ENFORCEMENT CAPACITY OF THE INSTITUTE
OF EXEMPTION FROM CRIMINAL LIABILITY IN CONNECTION WITH
COMPENSATION FOR DAMAGES

Abstract. This article examines the mechanism for exemption from criminal liability in connection with damage compensa-
tion. An analysis of judicial statistics concerning exemptions under Chapter 11 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation
indicates that grounds for exemption based on active repentance and reconciliation with the victim are frequently utilized in
practice. Conversely, the article highlights the inadequate practical application of the exemption related to damage compen-
sation as delineated in article 761 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation. This limitation is attributed to the narrow
scope of this provision, economic disadvantages, and the absence of clear criteria differentiating it from other grounds for
exemption. Recommendations include contemplating legislative changes to enhance the law enforcement efficacy of article
761. Proposed adjustments involve clarifying the unique characteristics of this provision and revising the criteria for damage

compensation, which may encourage a more proactive application of this basis for exemption.

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LIABILITY FOR ILLEGAL TAKING A CHILD

Abstract. The article is devoted to the study of the problems of illegal removal of children from parents by guardianship and
trusteeship authorities. The legal grounds for government intervention in family relations are considered, allowing for an
excessively broad interpretation of the provisions of article 77 of the Family Code of the Russian Federation on removal of a
child in the event of an immediate threat to the child’s life or health. As a result of the analysis of law enforcement practice,
cases of unjustified removal of a child with a formal approach to assessing the family situation and the lack of proper control
over the activities of guardianship and trusteeship authorities were identified. Measures are proposed to improve the current
legislation aimed at increasing the level of legal protection for families and preventing unlawful decisions. It is proposed to
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include Article 1541 “lllegal removal of a child from the family” in Chapter 20 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation,
which would establish criminal liability for the illegal removal of a child from the family by an employee of the guardianship
and trusteeship authorities, committed out of selfish or other personal interest.

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CONTROL AND INSPECTION ACTIVITIES OF THE FEDERAL AGENCY
FOR STATE PROPERTY MANAGEMENT

Abstract. The analysis of regulatory legal acts, court decisions, scientific sources and educational literature shows the place
of one of the entities included in the centralized public administration — the Federal Agency for State Property Management
(Rosimushchestvo), in the system of public administration. During the research, formal legal and comparative legal methods
were used, which made it possible to comprehensively study the issues of regulating certain areas of the agency’s activity. The
analysis of regulatory legal acts according to which control and inspection measures are carried out has been carried out, and
the dual nature of regulation of inspection matters has been shown in connection with the duplication of provisions of the
Decree of the Government of the Russian Federation N° 302 dated March 14, 2024 and the Order of the Ministry of Economic
Development of Russia N° 598 dated October 26, 2011. The idea of bringing these acts into line, including the elimination of
duplication, the cancellation of outdated acts, and the adoption of new ones. It was noted that there are cases where the reqgu-
lation of the activities of the Federal Property Management Agency is carried out by acts adopted by the Ministry of Economic
Development of the Russian Federation, which require revision and the adoption of new Federal Property Management Agency

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FEATURES OF PREVENTION OF CRIMES COMMITTED BY FEMALE CRIMINALS
IN PLACES OF DEPRIVATION OF LIBERTY

Abstract. The relevance of the stated topic is due to the fact that women’s crime has recently acquired negative trends (for
example, the proportion of women who commit crimes without serving a criminal sentence in the form of imprisonment is
increasing). This requires the development of effective preventive measures. One of the main forms of crime prevention is
prevention. But the preventive effect on female criminals does not always take into account their gender characteristics. The
gender-based approach makes it possible to individualize preventive measures, effectively correct and re-socialize female
criminals. This will have an impact on reducing the number of crimes committed by female criminals. The article attempts
to consider the prevention of crimes committed by female criminals in places of detention, taking into account their gender
characteristics. It is stated that women without families (who are not married and do not have children) are most often serv-
ing criminal sentences in places of detention. They most often commit repeated crimes, which should be taken into account
when developing preventive measures. The results of the study can be used by the legislator in improving the current penal
enforcement and other legislation of the Russian Federation; by law enforcement officers in developing effective measures to
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prevent crimes committed by women in Russian penitentiary institutions, as well as by scientists in further studying the stated
research topic. The author notes that the prevention of crimes committed by female criminals in places of detention should
take into account the gender characteristics of female criminals, and therefore an effective prevention mechanism should be
developed that contains general, individual and victimological measures, and the penal enforcement and other legislation

of the Russian Federation should be reviewed in this regard.

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LIABILITY FORVIOLATION OF RUSSIA’S NATIONAL INTERESTS IN THE
IMPLEMENTATION OF THE PRINCIPLE OF UNIFORM JUDICIAL PRACTICE

Abstract. This article examines the responsibility for violating the national interests of the Russian Federation in the imple-
mentation of the principle of the uniformity of judicial practice. Decree of the President of the Russian Federation N° 400 dated
July 2, 2021, “On the National Security Strategy of the Russian Federation,” approved the National Security Strategy of Russia,
within which Section Ill enshrines the key national interests of Russia, encompassing the spheres of state sovereignty, the
stability of law and order, and the administration of justice. The protection of certain groups of national interests provided for
by this Strategy is ensured, inter alia, through the implementation of the principle of the uniformity of judicial practice, which
aims to increase the predictability of law enforcement and the stability of judicial decisions. In this regard, the article provides
a general characterization of the principle of the uniformity of judicial practice in Russia from general theoretical positions.
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The corresponding groups of national interests, the protection of which is ensured by the implementation of the principle
of the uniformity of judicial practice, are identified. It should be taken into account that the grounds for legal liability in this
area are formed not only on the basis of positive law but also under the influence of legal interpretations and doctrinal ap-
proaches, which gives them a certain degree of variability. Given that the failure to implement the principle under study leads
to a violation of these national interests, the existing mechanisms (types of liability are identified) and the legal regulation of
the liability of subjects who commit such violations are analyzed. Such types of liability as constitutional and disciplinary are
analyzed from general theoretical positions. Based on the results of the study, conclusions are drawn regarding the current
state of the mechanisms of liability for violating the principle of the uniformity of judicial practice within the framework of
Russia’s national interests, and general recommendations are formulated on the directions for improving these mechanisms
and increasing the effectiveness of their application.

Abstract. The article details the specifics of the establishment of restrictions and prohibitions on the use of land plots intended
for individual housing construction located within the boundaries of zones with special conditions for the use of territories. It
has been revealed that the restrictions specified in the Land Code of the Russian Federation are of a general nature and are
not intended for a specific type of permitted land use. The study determined that the restrictions imposed on the use of land
plots intended for individual housing construction violate the constitutional rights of citizens and detract, in some cases,
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from the dignity of the owners. An analysis of the legislation in the field of restrictions has shown that the legal regulation in
this area has not been worked out, there are gaps. In particular, the existence of blank norms, the absence of the obligation
to justify the purchase price or compensation (in the form of a report on the assessment of the market value of the land and
facilities on it, as well as engineering communications, etc.) when setting restrictions incompatible with the use of the site,
put the owner of the land (an individual) in an unequal legal position with the owner of the object (a legal entity), which has
been assigned a ZOUIT. At the end of the article, it was proposed to amend the resolutions of the Government of the Russian
Federation on zones with special conditions for the use of territories, providing for the establishment of boundaries of such
zones on sites not intended for individual housing construction, as well as to contain information in the project documenta-
tion on alternative land options if placement is necessary on a site intended for residential housing, but the owner refuses

enter into a buyout agreement.

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FEATURES OF CRIMINOLOGICAL CHARACTERISTICS OF VIOLENT CRIMES
COMMITTED BY CONVICTS ON THE GROUNDS OF AFFIRMATION
OR SELF-AFFIRMATION

Abstract. The relevance of the stated topic is due to the fact that one of the significant needs of a developing personadlity is
the need for affirmation or self-affirmation. Crimes motivated by affirmation or self-affirmation are committed by various
actors, especially minors, officials and convicts. Convicts, in an effort to achieve “high self-esteem’, increase self-esteem, self-
worth, and group (social) status, often commit violent crimes, which negatively affects their correction. In order to develop
effective measures to prevent these crimes, it is necessary to determine their criminological features. The results of the study
can be used by the legislator in improving criminal legislation in this part and other legislation; by law enforcement officers - in
developing effective measures to prevent violent crimes motivated by the assertion or self-affirmation committed by convicts;
by scientists - in further studying the acts under investigation and developing measures to prevent them. As a conclusion,
the author notes that the most violent crimes are committed by convicts for reasons of affirmation or self-affirmation: for
reasons of self-affirmation (68.3 %); in the amount of one crime (79.4 %), in the Central Federal District (27.5 %), Volga Federal
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District (20.6 %), North-Western Federal District (15.3 %); in urban areas (69.3 %); while serving a custodial sentence (58.7 %);
alone (66.7 %); not in a state of alcoholic, narcotic or other intoxication (64.4 %); at different times of the year; in the evening
(42.8 %), in the afternoon (41.8 %); by striking (66.7 %); on the territory of the correctional institution (58.7 %). Violent crime
committed by convicts on the grounds of affirmation or self-affirmation is situational (64.0 %), i.e. it is not planned or prepared
in advance by the perpetrators.

STATUS OF SELF-EMPLOYED INDIVIDUAL.
TRENDS OF LEGISLATION DEVELOPMENT

Abstract. The purpose of writing a research paper is to analyse certain provisions of legislative acts that establish certain ele-
ments of the legal status of a self-employed individual as a payer of tax on professional income. The article investigates the
main legislative and law enforcement problems associated with the impossibility of inter-branch unification of the category
of “self-employed individuals’, resulting in terminological errors and conflicts in the application of the provisions of sectoral
legislation in respect of individuals who are payers of tax on professional income. It is postulated that there are contradictions
between separate legal sources and acts of law enforcement in determining the legal content of the categories “self-employment”

and “self-employed individual’. It is hypothesized that the main reason for the identified legal flaws is the initial limitation of
the scope of application of the category of “self-employed individual” to the framework of tax legislation with the subsequent
transformation of this legal status into an intersectoral one. The few judicial practice formed on the subject of the research is
studied. Problematic aspects of the application of the provisions of civil legislation in relation to self-employed individuals are
identified. Two author’s approaches to elimination of the revealed legal uncertainty connected with fixing the legal status of
self-employed individuals are offered.

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ENSURING THE ECONOMIC STABILITY OF THE UNIVERSITY BY ACHIEVING
A RECRUITMENT PLAN FOR EXTRA-BUDGETARY PLACES

Abstract. The article deals with the problem of securing recruitment for extra-budgetary places as a way to preserve the economic
sustainability of the university. The aspects that initially hinder the stabilization of the extra-budgetary policy for a certain university
are highlighted. The theoretical basis devoted to the implementation of a compensatory relationship between the university and
the student is studied mainly through the conclusion of a contract. The author reveals the key components of the Decree of the
Government of the Russian Federation regulating the process of providing paid educational services. Based on the analysis of the
regulatory document, the possibilities and risks of regulating paid education in higher education are highlighted, which directly
affect the implementation of the recruitment plan for extra-budgetary places. Based on the results of the assessment of oppor-
tunities and risks, the author proposed as a hypothesis a number of proposed solutions that are aimed at ensuring the economic
sustainability of the university by expanding the potential of extra-budgetary policy. In order to objectively evaluate the proposed
solutions, the practice of the leading university of the Rostov region has been studied. Based on economic and legal approaches,
the proposed solutions are supplemented with clarifying elements that ensure not only a recruitment plan for extra-budgetary

places, but also the preservation of places for students of subsequent courses under the contract in case of changes in tuition fees.

PERSONNEL ASSESSMENT IN THE SYSTEM OF STRATEGIC PRIORITIES
OF THE ORGANIZATION’S HUMAN RESOURCE MANAGEMENT

Abstract. The article focuses on the theoretical and applied aspects of personnel assessment. The authors propose the au-
thor’s interpretation of the category “personnel assessment” from the perspective of an integrated approach, the content is
considered It is concluded that in most organizations, personnel assessment does not show adequate effectiveness, which is
due to the presence of a formal approach to its implementation or the presence of negative experience in its application. The
authors conducted a study of the effectiveness of personnel evaluation at five enterprises in the region, which included an
assessment of the evaluation procedures used; conducting interviews with management in order to determine the role and
place of personnel evaluation in the strategic management system; analyzing the effectiveness of personnel evaluation. As
a result, the hypothesis of a formal approach to staff assessment or its use as a criterion of motivation has been confirmed.
It is proved that a permanent staff assessment ensures an increase in labor efficiency, and its results, in comparison with
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the planned staff characteristics, serve as targets for adjusting (developing) strategic directions for the implementation of
personnel policy. The introduction of a clear gradation of indicators for scoring during evaluation and the development of
an automatic evaluation mechanism without taking into account the subjectivity factor is proposed as ways to improve the
effectiveness of personnel evaluation.

TOOLS OF THE INTELLECTUAL SYSTEM OF INTEGRATIVE MANAGEMENT

Abstract. This article considers the main tools and methodological approaches to the construction of an intelligent system
of integrative management of innovation projects. Particular attention is paid to the methods of forecasting the effectiveness
of the implementation of innovation projects focused on the development and implementation of high-tech products using
artificial intelligence. Key forecasting techniques are analyzed, including extrapolation methods, mathematical modeling
and expert evaluations. Under conditions of high uncertainty and dynamically changing economic environment, the choice
of the most appropriate forecasting method is an important aspect. The article considers the factors affecting the accuracy
of forecasts, and proposes a forecasting model that takes into account different approaches to establishing the values of
indicators of innovation project realization using artificial intelligence.
