THE LEGAL REGULATION OF THE IMPLEMENTATION
OF THE PUBLIC CONTROL IN THE SPHERE OF OIL AND GAS PRODUCTION
INTHE REPUBLIC OF IRAQ

Abstract. The article is devoted to consideration of the peculiarities of legal regulation of organization and implementation of
public control in the energy sector of the Republic of Iraq. The author examines the content and functioning of the organiza-
tional and legal mechanism of control over compliance with requirements in the field of oil and gas production, which includes
international and domestic levels of implementation. As a result of the analysis, it is concluded that external control carried
out by the Organization of Petroleum Exporting Countries not only plays a key role in stabilizing oil prices worldwide, but also
strengthens domestic economic stability and sustainability of the member states of this association. During the analysis of
the internal mechanism of public control in the oil and gas industry of the Republic of Iraq, a low degree of efficiency of its

implementation was revealed, due to insufficient normative legal regulation of this area.

OBJECTIVE PUBLIC NEED AS A FACTOR IN THE TRANSFORMATION
OF THE STATE LAW ENFORCEMENT SYSTEM (ON THE EXAMPLE
OF THE FEDERAL TAX POLICE SERVICE OF THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION)

Abstract. In the Russian Federation, there is a systematic reform of the system of law enforcement agencies. This is usually
due to objective social needs, such as the emergence and elimination of internal and external threats to national security, the
need to improve the effectiveness of some areas of law enforcement, and the emergence of new social relations and trends in
their development. The dynamism of the law enforcement system plays an important role in the effectiveness of law enforce-
ment activities. This is illustrated in the article by examining the example of law enforcement agencies that were abolished or
separated in recent years: the Federal Tax Police Service (FTPS).

The purpose of this article is to research, identify, and solve the most important theoretical and practical
problems related to the formation and development of the concept and classification of state functions, as well as to determine
the place of the human rights function in the system of functions. The study concludes that understanding the functions of the
state as the main vectors of state activity allows for a deeper and more comprehensive analysis of the state’s role in society,
its interaction with other social institutions, and its influence on various aspects of public life.

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CONSTITUTIONAL FOUNDATIONS OF PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION
AND PUBLIC POLICY IN THE FIELD OF HIGHER EDUCATION

Abstract. The Russian higher education system is going through an era of change. At the same time, its unshakable basis is
the provisions of the Constitution of the Russian Federation, which enshrine the right to education, as well as the powers of the
Government of the Russian Federation to regulate this sphere of public relations. Thus, approaches to the organization of public
administration and public policy in the field of higher education require independent scientific understanding. It is these issues,
considered through the prism of constitutional and legal regulation, that are the subject of consideration in this study. The ar-
ticle draws attention to the fact that the principles of state policy in the field of higher education are currently being reviewed
and clarified. The author specifies the main reasons for such clarifications, as well as suggests vectors for further improvement
of state policy in the field of higher education. For the first time, the authors conduct an analysis of the legislative principles of
state regulation of the education system for the period from 2023 to May 2025, which determines the scientific novelty of this
article. Anumber of problems persisting in the higher education system and requiring resolution were also noted. This includes
insufficient specification of the principle of information security, the lack of unified educational disciplines on human rights (such
disciplines are necessary for the formation of legal culture and legal awareness), and the search for legal forms of digitalization.

Finally, the transition to new levels of the higher education system also requires new legislative solutions.

FEATURES OF THE INVESTIGATION OF CRIMES AGAINST LIFE AND HEALTH
INTHE PROCESS OF RENDERING SERVICES MEDICAL CARE

Abstract. The article presents a study of approaches to identifying the specific features of iatrogenic crimes. The features of
iatrogenic crimes are systematized. The specifics of subjective features of the criminal acts under consideration are determined.
The analysis of the main difficulties in investigating crimes against life and health in the process of providing medical care,
identifying cause-and-effect relationships is carried out. The possibilities of qualifying criminal acts in accordance with the cur-
rent criminal legislation of the Russian Federation are determined. The features of careless causing of harm by several medical
workers are established. The conditions for conducting a high-quality expert study on the features of committing an iatrogenic
crime by several medical workers are determined. A conclusion is made on the need to develop and normatively consolidate
a certain algorithm (methodology) for criminal-legal assessment of causal relationships of causing harm or death through
negligence, especially with respect to the actions of several medical workers, which can be set out both in regulatory documents
of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Russia and in explanations of the Plenum of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation.
The indicated approaches will allow law enforcement and judicial authorities to correctly determine the presence of a cause-

and-effect relationship between the defects in medical care committed by medical workers and the resulting consequences.

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MODERN MECHANISMS OF PROTECTION OF THE RIGHTS OF SUBJECTS

Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of modern mechanisms for protecting the rights of participants in rental
relations in the context of dynamically changing legislation and the digitalization of the economy. Based on the study of the
norms of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation, judicial practice and scientific works, the author identifies the key problems
that arise in the implementation of lease agreements, including the ambiguity of interpretation of the terms of responsibility
for the safety of property, the complexity of early termination of agreements and the risks associated with the registration of
encumbrances. Particular attention is paid to judicial precedents demonstrating a contradictory approach to the qualification
of landlords’ obligations: from refusal to recover damages due to lack of evidence of guilt to recognition of the mixed nature
of contracts (lease and storage). Traditional protection tools such as a pretentious order, seizure of property and state registra-
tion of contracts are considered, as well as innovative solutions such as the use of blockchain technologies and NFT to ensure
transparency of transactions.

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ON THE ROLE OF R&D IN TRAINING STAFF FOR THE MODERN
PHARMACEUTICAL INDUSTRY IN THE CONTEXT OF DIGITAL
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Abstract. High-tech industries, which include the domestic pharmaceutical industry, are in high demand for specialists with
competencies not only in the field of synthesizing new molecules, but also in the field of digital technologies. The development
of innovative types of drugs involves an interdisciplinary approach based on the use of digital systems capable of simulating
biochemical processes occurring in the body. The training of modern specialists with such knowledge, skills and abilities can
be carried out with greater efficiency in the case of updating existing educational programs, with an emphasis on practice
orientation, mastering digital technologies, as well as the integration of research and development (R & D) into the educa-
tional process. The aim of the study is to study the attitude of students of Samara universities to involvement in R&D and the
prospects for further professional activity in high-tech companies. To solve the problem, the author developed a questionnaire,
with its subsequent integration into the information and digital environment of “Google Forms”. The survey was conducted
anonymously among students of years 1-5. The main research methods chosen were: analytical (analysis of theoretical aspects
of students’ involvement in R&D), sociological (development of a questionnaire with subsequent sociological research) and
statistical (analysis of the obtained layer of primary data with subsequent interpretation). As a result of the study, the author
concluded that students are insufficiently involved in R&D due to a low level of motivation, lack of time and lack of a clear
understanding of the prospects and opportunities that participation in scientific research opens up. Based on the results of the
work, the author formulated recommendations in the following areas: increasing students’ awareness of the opportunities and
prospects for participation in R&D during the educational process; preparation and implementation of motivational programs
for students; in-depth integration of R&D into the existing educational process; popularization of R&D through the opening
of research clubs and associations; establishing high-quality feedback between the student and the mentor; strengthening

work with partners from the real sector of the economy.

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MODERN WAYS OF FORMING THE PERSONNEL RESERVE
OF THE CIVIL SERVICE IN THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION

Abstract. In the context of digital transformation of public administration, aging workforce, and declining interest of young
people in public service, the formation of an effective personnel reserve becomes one of the key tasks of HR policy. The article
examines current approaches to building a personnel reserve for the public service in the Russian Federation and the main
challenges associated with this process. The aim of the study is to analyze contemporary methods for developing the personnel
reserve in Russian public administration. The research is based on the analysis of modern academic literature on this topic and
the results of an empirical study conducted via a sociological survey involving 144 civil servants from various Russian regions.

DEVELOPMENT POINTS AS ATOOL FOR SPATIAL ORGANIZATION
OF NON-URBANIZED TERRITORIES
