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RISKS OF LEGAL REGULATION OF FINANCIAL ORGANIZATIONS:
LEGAL INSTABILITY AND UNCERTAINTY

Abstract. The article examines legal instability and uncertainty as risks of legal regulation of financial organizations. It is revealed
that these risks are an essential characteristic of a financial right, since it contains a fiscal element. This is also confirmed by the
recommendations of the Bank of Russia on risk management in financial institutions. The analysis of the impact of instabil-
ity and uncertainty in the law on the activities of financial organizations is carried out, regulatory legal acts are considered,
the gaps in which had a negative impact, the norms are compared: at the time of the event and in the current version. It was
found that in all cases, changes were made in legislation, and specifically in those norms that caused the greatest difficulties
in law enforcement practice. Judicial practice is analyzed. It is shown that the frequent reasons for clients of financial organi-
zations to seek judicial protection are non-compliance with legislation by organizations, including due to misinterpretation.
The mechanisms for regulating the activities of financial organizations for managing legal risks have been identified, which
include regulatory support, acts of the Bank of Russia and other regulatory authorities, capital requirements, and consumer
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protection. There are practically no recommendations on the use of digital technologies in business. Based on the results of
the study, it was proposed, as part of improving the legal regulation of financial organizations and minimizing legal risks, to
use LegalTech systems that can be integrated into business processes using APl technologies in order to monitor and analyze
the entire range of transactions and actions of financial organizations and verify compliance with current legislation.

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LEGAL FRAMEWORK FOR OVERSIGHT OF THE STATE ATOMIC ENERGY
CORPORATION “ROSATOM”

Abstract. This article provides a comprehensive analysis of the legal and organizational foundations of the State Atomic Energy
Corporation Rosatom’s oversight system. The objective of the study is to identify the functional characteristics of a multi-tiered
oversight model that combines external and internal control mechanisms, as well as to identify areas for its improvement in
the context of the nuclear industry’s transformation. The methodological framework comprises comparative legal, systemic-
structural, and institutional analysis methods. The empirical basis is provided by regulatory legal acts, oversight practices
from 2020 to 2025, and audit materials from state oversight bodies. The external oversight framework is represented by the
powers and forms of inspections by the Accounts Chamber of the Russian Federation, the Ministry of Finance, the Federal
Antimonopoly Service, Rostekhnadzor, and the prosecutor’s office. The internal level is formed by the internal audit system,
compliance mechanisms, and mandatory reporting, ensuring compliance with corporate standards and state regulations. It
was established that the regulatory framework for control is formed by a hierarchical system of acts: Federal Laws No. 317-FZ
“On the State Corporation Rosatom” and N@ 170-FZ “On the Use of Atomic Energy,” provisions of the Budget Code, bylaws,
and internal orders of the corporation, including reporting forms for the accounting of radioactive substances, waste, and
nuclear materials approved in 2020./dentified problems: fragmentation of the regulatory framework, duplication of control
functions of various bodies, technical complexity of procedures for accounting for specific nuclear industry facilities. Proposed
solutions: unification of local acts with federal requirements, implementation of a risk-based approach to control, optimiza-
tion of interactions between internal and external control bodies. The scientific novelty lies in the systematic typology of state
corporation control mechanisms and the development of conceptual approaches to their integration. The practical significance

lies in the potential use of the results to improve the legal regulation of state corporations in strategic sectors of the economy.

Abstract. This research paper is devoted to the analysis of the practical and legal aspects of the delimitation of powers of
public authorities in the field of land relations management.

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OBJECTIVE IMPUTATION WHEN BRINGING GOVERNMENT OFFICIALS
TO LEGAL LIABILITY

Abstract. This article analyzes the current practice of disciplining senior civil servants for the mere fact of an incident or the
escalation of negative phenomena in their area of responsibility, as well as certain principles of legal liability that are violated
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by this approach. The negative consequences of the organizational and moral nature of punishments, applied as a deterrent
to the bureaucracy and for the sake of formality, are demonstrated. Emphasis is placed on determining the cause-and-effect
relationship between the civil servant’s performance of official duties and the negative phenomenon that occurs within their
area of responsibility. It is noted that the formula “every incident has a first and last name,” ingrained in public administration
practice, continues to be implemented in modern government administration. The rather vague and broad definitions of mid-
level management responisibilities allow them to be charged with virtually any work-related infraction committed by their sub-
ordinates as misconduct. Specifically, the article cites the wording of provisions of the general military regulations of the Russian
Armed Forces, for violation of which military commanders are most often subject to disciplinary action for failing to exercise
proper oversight. The author identifies the causes of this bureaucratic management style, which include the simplification of
management activities, the desire to emphasize one’s own authority, and the distortion of employees’legal consciousness. As a
result, the process of management influence becomes self-sufficient, losing its purpose and focus on achieving beneficial results.
Actual cause-and-effect relationships cease to be taken into account, replaced by statistical reporting data. The so-called “stick
system” in many government agencies continues to serve as a benchmark for the performance of civil servants, which leads to
a shift in focus from achieving the primary objective to secondary goals. Proposals are made to improve disciplinary practices

in the civil service system in order to motivate personnel and retain qualified professionals in the civil service.

OF THE ELDERLY FROM FRAUD

Abstract. The article examines the problem of strengthening the criminal protection of senior citizens from fraudulent crimes,
the dynamics of which has shown steady growth in recent years. The elderly represent a socially vulnerable category of the
population, which is due to age-related psychophysiological characteristics, reduced critical perception of information, social
isolation, as well as insufficient digital literacy. These factors significantly increase the risk of senior citizens being involved in
various fraudulent schemes, especially in the context of the rapid development of remote technologies and digital methods of
deception. It is noted that fraud committed against the elderly has an increased degree of public danger compared to similar
crimes against non-elderly adults. This danger manifests itself not only in a greater amount of material damage, but also in
deep social and moral harm caused to victims, who often lose their life savings and sense of security. At the same time, the
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current norms of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation do not contain special qualifying features that take into account
the special vulnerability of elderly citizens and the high level of public danger of these crimes, which objectively reduces the
effectiveness of criminal law response.

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THE LEGAL NATURE OF INTERIM MEASURES IN ADMINISTRATIVE
PROCEEDINGS: RUSSIAN SPECIFICITIES AND CHALLENGES
TO PUBLIC JURISDICTION

Abstract. This article examines the legal nature of interim measures in administrative proceedings in the Russian Federation
as a special institution of procedural protection against unlawful actions by public authorities. The author substantiates the
need to distinguish between interim measures in administrative proceedings and similar mechanisms in civil and arbitration
proceedings, as the former perform not only a procedural security function but also a public-rights protection function. It is
emphasized that, despite the legal codification of this institution, its practical implementation faces a number of challenges:
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the lack of clear application criteria, the ambiguity of the concept of “risk of rights violation,” a weak mechanism for the
enforcement of judicial decisions, and the risk of an imbalance between the presumption of legality of a legal act and the
need to protect individual rights. To address the identified issues and develop an adapted model of preliminary protection
applicable to the Russian legal environment, a review of international models of preliminary protection (Germany, France,
and the United States) was conducted using comparative law. It was found that the German “balance of interests” doctrine
provides structured judicial discretion, the French référé model provides for emergency procedures to protect fundamental
rights, and the American temporary restraining order allows for immediate court intervention to prevent irreparable harm.
These mechanisms are absent from Russian practice, which reduces the effectiveness of interim measures. Based on an analysis
of international experience, areas forimproving Russian legislation are proposed: introducing emergency interim procedures,
codifying standardized criteria for their application (including the likelihood of success and the balance of interests), strength-
ening government liability for failure to enforce judicial decisions, and introducing a compensatory mechanism to protect the
rights of administrative plaintiffs. A conclusion is drawn regarding the need for a comprehensive development of the institution

of interim measures as a key element of effective judicial protection in the sphere of public law.

Abstract. An analysis of regulatory legal acts and scientific sources shows the place of the Federal Agency for State Property
Management (Rosimushchestvo) in the system of public subjects of administrative law in Russia.

the acts themselves, improving by-laws. The paper analyzes the legal regulation of the functioning of executive authorities,
as well as individual legal acts (laws, administrative regulations and rules of procedure) governing the activities of the Federal
Property Management Agency and characterizing it not only as an executive authority, but also as a subject included in cen-
tralized public administration.

The article analyzes current trends in the reform of the criminal legislation of the Russian Federation in the context
of the digitalization of society. The draft Federal Law prepared by the Ministry of Digital Development, Communications and
Mass Media of the Russian Federation aimed at improving criminal law regulations on fraud and crimes committed in the
digital environment has been reviewed. Special attention is paid to new approaches to the qualification of fraud committed
using digital technologies, as well as issues of legislative consolidation of responsibility for crimes committed using artificial
intelligence and digital currency. There has been an increase in the number of remote frauds committed against senior citizens,
which indicates the particular public danger of this type of crime and the need to strengthen criminal protection measures for
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the most vulnerable groups of the population. The author has formulated proposals for improving criminal legislation aimed
at increasing responsibility for remote forms of fraud, creating special qualifying signs, as well as expanding preventive and
informational measures to protect citizens.

ANALYSIS OF THE CURRENT LEGAL SYSTEM OF THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION
INTHE FIELD OF CYBER LAW AND CYBERSECURITY

Abstract. In the context of the rapid development of digital technologies and growing cyber threats, issues of legal regulation
of cyberspace are becoming crucial for ensuring national security. This article provides a comprehensive assessment of the
current legal system of the Russian Federation in the field of cyberlaw and cybersecurity, identifies its systemic shortcomings,
and formulates proposals for improving the regulatory framework. The need for a clear legal definition of the concepts of “cy-
bersecurity” and “cyberspace” in the context of modern realities is substantiated. The author’s definitions of these categories
are formulated, reflecting the technological and socio-legal aspects of the digital environment and the activities of subjects.
An analysis of legal sources, strategic documents, and scientific approaches revealed a lack of standardized terminology,
weak consistency of regulations, and insufficient adaptation of the legal system to the dynamics of the development of cyber
threats. The absence of a unified concept of cybersecurity and a coordinated policy in this area reduces the effectiveness of the
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state response to cyber threats. The study emphasizes the importance of the participation of the private sector, the scientific
community, and regional cooperation in ensuring a resilient digital environment. The study concluded that it is necessary to
develop a Cybersecurity Concept for the Russian Federation as a strategic document capable of ensuring a holistic and systemic
approach to managing digital risks and information security. Particular attention is paid to the importance of interdepartmen-
tal and public-private cooperation, the development of technical regulation mechanisms, and regional cooperation within
integration associations. Measures are proposed to strengthen the legal, technical, and personnel framework, aimed at enhanc-

ing the digital sovereignty, resilience, and independence of the Russian Federation in the field of cyberlaw and cybersecurity.

IMPROVEMENT OF LEGAL REGULATION OF LEGACY REFUSAL
INTHE INTERESTS OF PARTIES TO INHERITANCE RELATIONSHIPS

Abstract. Telements of contractual, property, and inheritance legal relations. The aim is to overcome the doctrinal dichotomy
between personified and non-personified approaches to legacies and to develop scientifically sound proposals forimproving
their legal regulation. The methodology includes a comprehensive approach: dogmatic, comparative legal, hermeneutic analy-
sis, and analysis of judicial practice. As a result, the dualistic nature of legacies has been established, systemic contradictions
in their regulation have been identified, and a concept of mixed succession has been developed. The results are applicable in
law-making, in the law enforcement practice of courts of general jurisdiction, as well as in scientific research. The conclusion
substantiates the need for legislative consolidation of the differentiation of legacies into obligatory and real, and the unifica-

tion of judicial practice and the protection of the rights of participants in inheritance relations.

Abstract. The purpose of this article is to provide a comprehensive analysis of the legal status of self-employed individuals in
Russia and abroad, identify problems in law enforcement practice, and assess the effectiveness of the current taxation mecha-
nism.

A COMPREHENSIVE APPROACH TO TRAINING SPECIALISTS FOR EFFECTIVE
MANAGEMENT OF A HOTEL ENTERPRISE

Abstract. This article is devoted to a comprehensive analysis of the system of training specialists for the hotel industry in Rus-
sia and the development of practical recommendations for its improvement. The relevance of the study is dictated by a set of
industry challenges: growing guest expectations, increased competition and rapid digitalization of the hotel business. Exist-
ing educational models do not always have time to adapt to these dynamic changes, which creates a shortage of managers
capable of effectively managing a hotel in turbulent conditions. The main goal of the work was to identify key problems of
interaction between educational institutions and industry enterprises, as well as to determine the directions of moderniza-
tion of educational programs to increase the competitiveness of graduates in the labor market. The research methodology
included qualitative and quantitative methods: in-depth interviews with industry experts (hotel managers, HR specialists,
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teachers), focus groups with students, a survey of graduates and a content analysis of educational programs of Russian and
foreign universities. The geography of the study covered key regions indicative for the study of hotel business development -
Moscow, St. Petersburg and the Krasnodar Territory. The results of the study revealed systemic problems in personnel training,
including insufficient practical orientation of educational programs, weak implementation of modern digital technologies in
the educational process, and a lack of interaction between universities and industry enterprises. Based on the analysis, a set
of recommendations was developed for educational institutions, business structures and regulatory bodies aimed at creating
an effective system for training competitive specialists for the hotel industry. The study is of practical value for all participants

in the educational process in the hospitality industry.

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OPTIMIZATION OF MOTIVATION SYSTEMS IN ENTERPRISES IN THE CONTEXT
OF MODERN CHALLENGES

Abstract. This article presents a strategic analysis of methods for increasing labor productivity, viewing it as a component of
a comprehensive efficiency system that also includes quality, economy, and innovation. In the post-industrial economy and
under rapid digitalization, the focus is shifting from capital intensity to intellectual capital and employees’ intrinsic motivation.
To establish an effective incentive system, a harmonious combination of material and non-material methods is proposed. Key
recommendations for material incentives include: ensuring transparency and fairness through a job grading system, limiting
key performance indicators to 3-5 metrics that include quality and cost-effectiveness criteria, and replacing annual bonuses
with quarterly payments to strengthen behavioral reinforcement. Non-material methods, grounded in the theories of Herzberg
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and Adams, focus on human capital development (training, career path) 20 and organizational comfort (ergonomics, rest
facilities). The optimal balance of incentives is dynamic and industry-specific (e. g., 70/30 for retail, 40/60 for IT). In the context
of remote work, non-material factors related to flexibility, autonomy, and credibility critically important, necessitating a shift
to «results management» based on clear key performance indicators and objectives and key results (OKR).

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THE IMPACT OF CHANGES IN CONSUMER PRICES ON THE ECONOMIC
BEHAVIOR OF THE POPULATION OF SEVASTOPOL

Abstract. The article is devoted to the problems of the influence of prices on the economic behavior of the population of Sev-
astopol. The analysis of statistics for three years was conducted, according to the results of which trends in price changes in
the city of Sevastopol were identified. The study argued the complexity of the population’s choice with rising prices. Changes in
consumer prices led to the satisfaction of most basic needs. A scenario of economic behavior of the population from a change
in the basic price index of goods and services is proposed. Attention is paid to the relationship between the two components
of the price index. Consideration of two factors influencing the city’s pricing policy in the sphere of consumer goods made it
possible to study the problem more deeply from the position of the population. Attention is also paid to the price index of indus-

trial goods in Sevastopol. A comparison of the price index of industrial goods with the prices of consumer goods was studied.
