AIRCRAFT AS THE SUBJECT OF HIJACKING
UNDER ARTICLE 211 OF THE CRIMINAL CODE OF THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION

Abstract. The article is devoted to a comprehensive study of an aircraft as the subject of a crime under article 211 of the Crimi-
nal Code of the Russian Federation. Based on the analysis of criminal law doctrine, court decisions and regulatory legal acts
of various levels, the signs of an aircraft are identified (firstly, it is maintained in the atmosphere due to interaction with air,
different from interaction with air reflected from the surface of the earth or water. Secondly, the aircraft can be both manned
and unmanned. Thirdly, the aircraft is characterized by its take-off weight). The types of aircraft that are classified under article
211 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation have been identified. The issue of classifying unmanned aerial vehicles as
aircraft, which are recognized as aircraft by virtue of current legislation, is relevant now. Their theft, according to the author,
will be qualified under article 211 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation. Special attention is paid to controversial
issues, in particular, the issue of classifying a spacecraft as an aircraft. The spacecraft carries out flights in outer space. The

author proposes to create a separate structure in the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation for hijacking a spaceship.

ENSURING EQUALITY OF THE PARTIES IN MEDIATION OF CORPORATE
DISPUTES: PROBLEMS AND SOLUTIONS

Abstract. The article studies aspects of ensuring equality of parties in mediation of corporate disputes. The theoretical and
methodological foundations of studying equality in mediation as a complex construct are considered. Key factors influencing
the equality of parties in corporate mediation, including status differences, organizational hierarchy, information asymmetry
and individual characteristics of participants are identified and analyzed. Mechanisms of violation of equality, including implicit
social influence, cognitive distortions, emotional contagion and group identification are investigated. Methods for ensuring
equality are proposed, based on an integrated approach to creating a psychologically safe space, balancing status differences,
and developing effective communication. Practical recommendations for mediators to ensure equality of parties in corporate
disputes are developed. The results of the study can be used in the practical activities of mediators and in the development of

corporate conflict management systems.

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LEGAL REGULATION OF DISCLOSURE OF ADOPTION SECRECY
IN THE CIS COUNTRIES

Abstract. The articleanalyzesthe history of the legal regulation of adoption secrecy in the USSR, emphasizes the influence on
the legal regulation of this phenomenon in the former soviet republics united in the CIS. In particular, attention is drawn to the
continuing problem of the lack of a normative and, therefore, unified doctrinal definition of the concept of adoption secrecy,
as well as the approach taken by legislators in CIS countries to restrict it - to establish grounds for the disclosure of information
that constitutes it. Due to the need to protect the child’s right to know their parents and to ensure the privacy of their biological
parents, the author notes a wider range of such grounds compared to those provided in the Soviet period and a more complex
correlation between them. At the same time, in some CIS countries, this circle has narrowed to a single ground.An analysis of
the family legislation of the CIS member states and the practice of its implementation allows the author to conclude thatnei-
ther the normative expansion of the list of grounds nor the recognition of the child’s right to know blood parents and the right
of the latter to privacy in the practice of the CIS countries, whose legislation provides only a single ground, does not exclude

the situations in which one or two of the three interested parties predominatein the issue of disclosure of adoption secrecy.

TRIAL IN ABSENTIA: THE BALANCE BETWEEN THE PRINCIPLES
OF CRIMINAL PROCEDURE

Abstract. The article examines approaches to identifying the features of the absentee trial of criminal offenses in relation to
compliance with the principles of criminal procedure. The current requirements regarding the implementation of a criminal
case in absentia without the participation of the defendant are systematized. The specifics of maintaining the balance of the
rights of the guilty person during the consideration of a criminal case in absentia have been determined. It has been established
that a trial in absentia is an exceptional case of consideration of a criminal case, during which there are certain restrictions on
the right to defend the defendant, determined by the physical absence of this person in the process and the inability to obtain
from him the necessary procedural actions, which are standardly used in ordinary criminal proceedings. But the absence of the
defendant in the process leads to the fact that the choice between an attorney by agreement and a public defender leads to
the participation of the latter in the process, whose interest in the successful completion of the process can be minimized and
limited only by the need to comply with regulatory requirements. In 2025, as a result of legislative changes, the list of criminal
offences for which the procedure for issuing a court decision in absentia can be applied has been expanded. However, to date,
the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation has not provided clarifications on the amended requirements, which leads to the

possibility of different interpretations by courts of the norms of the criminal procedure law.

CURRENT ASPECTS OF LEGAL REGULATION OF ADVANCE DELIVERY
OF GOODS (PRODUCTS) IN THE REPUBLIC OF SAKHA (YAKUTIA)

Abstract. The article is devoted to certain aspects of the legal regulation of advance delivery of goods (products) established
by the Law of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia). The work identifies significant gaps and contradictions in modern regulatory
legal regulation. Despite the fact that the Law of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) N° 519-VI “On the Special Regime for the
Delivery of Goods (Products) to Settlements of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) to Ensure the Life of the Population” provides
a legal basis for advance delivery by introducing key concepts such as “advance delivery’; “seasonal reserve’, the criterion for
differentiating settlements and others, the specified law, together with the by-laws of the constituent entity of the Russian
Federation, contains a number of significant gaps that hinder the effective implementation of advance delivery from the point
of view of its practical aspects. Thus, it can be noted that today, in the field of legal regulation, the main problem is the lack of

a unified mechanism for organizing advance delivery.

A CONVICTED PERSON COMMITTING A NEW CRIME DURING PROBATION
OR SENTENCE SUSPENSION: SPECIFIC ISSUES OF LEGISLATIVE ASSESSMENT

Abstract. The article examines legal issues that emerged after the reintroduction of the category of grave crimes committed
through negligence into the Russian criminal legislation in 2019. The author analyses inconsistencies between the general
provisions of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation (regarding probation - Article 74 — and suspension of sentence execu-
tion - Article 82) and the updated classification of crimes. A systemic contradiction has been identified: although the legislator
classifies both intentional and negligent acts as grave crimes (thus deeming them comparable in terms of social danger), it
establishes dramatically different legal consequences. If a grave intentional crime is committed, probation or suspension of
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sentence execution must be revoked; however, if a grave negligent crime is committed, the court has the discretion to main-
tain these measures. The problem is exacerbated by the inconsistent position of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation
and the lack of up-to-date clarifications. The study reviews existing doctrinal approaches to solving this issue — ranging from
the unconditional revocation of measures upon any new offence to full judicial discretion. The author critically assesses each
position and proposes two fundamental legislative solutions: either to recognise grave negligent crimes as less dangerous
and adjust the relevant norms accordingly; or to equate them with grave intentional crimes. The author argues in favour of
the second option, which would eliminate direct linkage to the form of guilt in the provisions mandating the revocation of
measures. Additionally, the article criticises the non-differentiated approach in Article 82.1 of the Criminal Code regarding

drug-dependent convicts.

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DIGITAL PLATFORM AS AN ELEMENT OF SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT

Abstract. This article examines the potential of agritourism as a strategic tool for sustainable rural development in the Rus-
sian Federation, with an emphasis on integrating international experience through a specialized digital platform. Particular
attention is paid to addressing a key socioeconomic problem: rural population decline and the replacement of small farms
by large agricultural holdings. A comparative analysis of institutional models for agritourism development in Italy and Russia
is conducted, identifying key structural differences and potential multiplier effects. Using statistical data from the Agritour-
ism grant program and an analysis of Italian cluster models, significant barriers to development are identified, including the
dominance of large agricultural holdings, infrastructural limitations, and a lack of digitalization. A comprehensive solution is
proposed in the form of the AgroTourRF digital platform, the central element of which is a messenger application for instant
communication between tourists and farms. Additional implementation mechanisms include regulatory simplifications, inclu-
sive financial products, and educational programs. The study’s results demonstrate that the strategic integration of successful
Italian practices with Russian agricultural practices can accelerate the sustainable development of rural areas, combating

depopulation while preserving cultural heritage and ecological balance.

Abstract. This paper systematizes domestic experience in government regulation of the circular economy. It identifies a diversi-
fied set of management tools at the federal level, limited to waste management. It identifies the problem areas and priorities
of state circular policy related to minimizing transaction costs in supply chains and developing a secondary raw materials
market; supporting innovation, patenting, and ensuring cross-country compatibility of technical and technological recycling
solutions; promoting circular business processes and sustainable consumption models; and multi-channel investment in
circular initiatives. It emphasizes the need for systemic, diversified management decisions and business practices, diversifying
from the narrow perception of the circular economy currently promoted in Russian society as being solely focused on waste
management.

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KEY DIGITAL TRENDS FOR IMPROVING THE EFFICIENCY OF SMALL

Abstract. The current economic situation requires small and medium-sized enterprises to actively master innovative instruments
to maintain their market positions. Rapid changes in business environment following the pandemic period and introduction
of sanction restrictions have formed the necessity to search for alternative organizational models of company operations. This
research aims to identify main directions of technological development capable of ensuring production indicators growth
for Russian enterprises. The work’s objective is to determine priority vectors of technological evolution providing operational
results improvement for domestic economic entities. The research base includes official statistical materials, departmental
analytics and specialized sources publications for the last three years period. The methodological apparatus is represented by
comparative analysis of economic indicators, structural examination of technological integration practices and generalization
of obtained empirical data. Five priority modernization directions were examined: transition to cloud computing platforms,
remote commerce development, internal corporate operations automation, machine learning algorithms application and
promotional mechanisms transformation. Substantial increase in the number of economic entities and sector’s aggregate
turnover was established. Companies actively mastering modern technologies register significant profitability enhancement
with simultaneous cost reduction. The state entrepreneurship support platform processed a large-scale volume of requests on
financial and consulting matters. Critical obstacles were identified: high implementation costs of solutions, shortage of quali-
fied personnel and uneven infrastructure development across territories. The obtained materials are applicable for commercial
structures development strategies elaboration, state stimulation programs formation and educational courses creation for
executives. Further sector modernization requires a systematic approach combining financial assistance, personnel training

and regional infrastructure base improvement.

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IMPORT SUBSTITUTION IN THE PHARMACEUTICAL INDUSTRY
AND STRUCTURAL CONSTRAINTS OF TECHNOLOGICAL SOVEREIGNTY

Abstract. The article investigates the features of import substitution policy in the pharmaceutical industry of the Russian
Federation in the context of achieving technological sovereignty. It is shown that the current results of import substitution
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are mainly compensatory and ensure a reduction of short-term risks to drug supply without forming a sustainable scientific
and technological autonomy of the industry. Based on the analysis of scientific research and structural characteristics of the
pharmaceutical sector, key constraints of technological sovereignty are identified, including dependence on imports of active
pharmaceutical ingredients, equipment and research platforms. The necessity of shifting from quantitative import substitution
to the development of a full innovation cycle in the pharmaceutical industry is substantiated.

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DIGITAL MATURITY OF STRATEGIC PLANNING IN INDUSTRIAL ENTERPRISES:
ASSESSMENT AND DIAGNOSTIC METHODOLOGY

Abstract. The subject of the study is the digital maturity of strategic planning in industrial enterprises, considered as an
integrated characteristic of an organization’s ability to combine technologies, data, and managerial processes into a unified
strategic framework. The purpose of the work is to develop theoretical and methodological foundations for assessing and
diagnosing the level of digital maturity of strategic management under conditions of economic digital transformation. The
study substantiates the need to shift from intuitive decision-making methods to data- and analytics-driven management,
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which enhances the adaptability and resilience of enterprises. Based on the concepts of I. Ansoff, M. Porter, D. Teece, and
J. Barney, as well as contemporary research by OECD, BIS, WEF, and MIT Sloan, the paper formulates the concept of digital
maturity as a managerial category reflecting the interrelation of technological, organizational, and institutional factors. The
proposed CZSP methodology includes five interrelated components: informational-analytical, managerial, technological,
organizational-cultural, and ecosystemic. The methodology combines quantitative and expert-qualitative methods, indicator
normalization, and the calculation of an integral digital maturity index. The conducted diagnostics confirm the applicability
of the CZSP model for evaluating the degree of digital integration in strategic processes across industrial sectors. The results
provide a basis for comprehensive diagnostics of strategic management, identification of structural imbalances in digital de-
velopment, and prioritization of digital modernization. The practical significance of the research lies in the applicability of the
CZSP model for strategic analysis, the development of corporate digitalization strategies, and the improvement of industrial
policy tools. The findings may serve as a foundation for national methodologies of monitoring industrial digital maturity and

evaluating the effectiveness of state digital transformation policy.

Abstract. The article proposes a clustering-based approach to the classification of territorial electric grid complexes (TEGCs)
for strategic energy planning under the growing penetration of electric vehicles.
