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THE PROBLEM OF IMPLEMENTING THE CLASS ACTION MECHANISM:
RUSSIAN ENFORCEMENT EXPERIENCE

Abstract. This paper analyzes the implementation of the class action mechanism within the Russian legal enforcement system.
The subject of the research is the procedural institution of class actions, while the purpose is to identify and systematize the
key enforcement problems hindering its effective application. The methodological basis of the work includes a comparative
legal analysis, a systematic approach to examining procedural norms, and a review of relevant judicial practice. The results
of the study highlight systemic issues: ambiguity in fundamental concepts and criteria for group formation; contradictions in
jurisdiction and venue; insufficient clarity regarding the powers of the group’s representative; and procedural complexities at
the stages of certification and case management. The findings of this research are applicable in the field of lawmaking and
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judicial practice for the purpose of improving procedural legislation and developing clarifications by higher courts. The con-
clusions of the article underscore the need for further legislative specification of key procedural mechanisms, digitalization of
the class action process, and the issuance of detailed explanations by the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation to ensure
uniform application of the law across different categories of disputes.

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LEGALITY AS AN IDEA OF PUBLIC LEGAL AWARENESS

Abstract. The present work is devoted to the study of the idea of legality as an element of public legal awareness and the
nature of law-abiding in the context of regulating public relations. In the course of the research, the author forms the conclu-
sion that genuine legality is not limited to formal observance of norms, but presupposes a deep awareness of the social value
of law, including its role in ensuring justice, equality and humanism. The key thesis of the study is that a “healthy” sense of
justice requires not literal and formal adherence to laws, but a meaningful choice of the type of regulator, including assessing
whether law is the optimal tool in a particular situation, or whether it is preferable to turn to other social regulators. In this
regard, the work emphasizes the need to go beyond legal formalism, taking into account the diversity of socio-economic,
cultural and political realities. In conclusion, it is concluded that such an approach, according to the researcher, makes it pos-
sible to overcome the mythologization of law-abiding and form a viable legal space where the law becomes not an abstract

requirement, but an effective means of harmonizing public interests.

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FEATURES OF THE CRIMINOLOGICAL PORTRAIT OF THE CRIMINAL'S
PERSONALITY, CRIMES COMMITTED IN A GENERALLY DANGEROUS WAY

Abstract. In this paper, we study the specific features of the criminological portrait of a person who has committed illegal acts
in a generally dangerous manner, which is a fundamental element of criminological research of this category of criminally
punishable acts. Criminal attacks carried out in a generally dangerous manner are characterized by the deliberate infliction
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of harm to an indefinite circle of people or society as a whole, which differentiates them from other types of criminal activity
through their massive and potentially destructive nature. These illegal acts have a significant level of public danger, due to the
fact that their negative consequences can manifest themselves in numerous human casualties, significant material damage
and destabilization of social security institutions. Within the framework of criminological research, significant importance
is attached to the study of motivational, psychological, socially deterministic and criminologically significant features of
subjects of illegal activity, which provides an in-depth knowledge of the features of criminal behavior, the establishment of
determinants of the chosen ways of implementing criminal attacks, as well as the formation of effective preventive strategies.
The relevance of such an analysis increases in the context of an increase in the quantitative indicators of criminally punishable
acts involving intentional arson, explosive effects, the use of potentially dangerous substances and other actions that pose a
public danger to an indefinite range of potential victims. That is why criminological science attaches the utmost importance
to such a comprehensive study of the criminal’s personality. The development of effective criminal prosecution programs
and the subsequent reintegration of criminals into society directly depends on the qualitative identification and study of the
psychological profile of those responsible for committing acts in a generally dangerous manner. Profound transformations in
the system of public relations, a reassessment of basic moral principles, as well as qualitative changes in the organizational
forms of criminal activity dictate the need for an integrated approach combining various scientific disciplines in the study of

this category of persons who violate criminal law.

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CRIMINAL LIABILITY FOR VIOLATION OF SAFETY REQUIREMENTS
INTHE PROVISION OF MEDICAL SERVICES: LEGISLATIVE INNOVATIONS
AND CONSEQUENCES

Abstract. The article examines changes in legislative approaches to criminalizing medical workers for violating safety requirements
in the provision of medical services. The analysis of statistical data has been carried out, and the reasons for making legislative
changes to Article 238 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation have been determined. The previously existing problems of
bringing medical workers to criminal responsibility on these grounds are outlined, as well as the difficulties of presenting evidence
of violations of safety requirements in the provision of medical services by investigative authorities when considering a case in a
judicial instance. It is noted that for some categories of medical workers, there remains a risk of criminal prosecution under article
238 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation. Such categories should include the management of clinics for making organi-
zational decisions, but not for the direct provision of medical care itself. It is concluded that the legislative changes that have taken
place look like a positive trend and the legislator needs to continue further work to exclude questionable aspects of existing norms
from criminal legislation (or introduce notes and explanations limiting the application of the norm, as happened in this case)

based on an analysis of judicial practice and positions of higher courts, as well as business experience. investigative authorities.

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PUBLICENTITIES OF STATE PROPERTY MANAGEMENT

Abstract. The analysis of regulatory legal acts, scientific sources and educational literature conducted in the article demon-
strates the place of public entities in the management system of state (federal) property in Russia. The article analyzes the
individual powers of executive authorities and other public entities (public law, state-owned companies and corporations),
characterizing them as subjects of public administration. The methodological basis consists of general scientific and private
scientific methods of cognition, in particular comparative law, formal law, analysis and synthesis, logic, etc. The author argues
for the need to adopt a special federal law that would resolve the issue of the list of property exclusively owned by the state,
and the issues of delineating property management between the Russian Federation and its subjects. It was noted that in order
to organize the effective management of state property of a public-law owner, it is necessary to build a system of public enti-
ties with a definition of their competence, organize state control over their activities, and develop regulations for the transfer

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DOCTRINAL DISTORTIONS OF THE NATURE OF TESTAMENTARY

Abstract. The subject of this study is the controversial doctrinal constructs of testamentary disposition that distort its legisla-
tive nature. The aim is to prove that revising a legacy through the prism of a contract or property right is a conceptual error.

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THE CRISIS OF HUMAN CAPITAL MANAGEMENT IN THE IT SECTOR:
THE SEARCH FOR A SOLUTION IN HISTORICAL AND PHILOSOPHICAL
RETROSPECT

Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of the systemic management crisis that has affected all spheres of modern
society and to the search for ways to overcome it through a rethinking of the philosophical and historical foundations of
management. The sphere of information technologies is considered as a key and most complex example, where the crisis
manifests itself with particular severity in the form of professional burnout, talent deficit and the loss of meaning in creative
work. It is proved that the deep cause of the crisis is the failure of the paradigm inherited from the industrial era, which views
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aperson as a tool for profit extraction. To solve this problem, the work undertakes a historical and philosophical retrospective
of the evolution of management — from the ideas of synergy and virtue in Antiquity and the East to the concepts of scientific
management and human capital in the 20th century. Such an analysis made it possible to identify invariant principles of
effective management that have ensured a balance between rational organization and ethical foundations for centuries. In
particular, the fundamental dilemma between pragmatic control and a humanistic orientation towards human development
is analyzed. Based on this synthesis, specific mechanisms for overcoming the crisis, adapted for the IT sphere, are proposed: the
formation of a culture of the “digital polis’, the transformation of the manager’s role into a mentor, the priority of long-term
potential development over short-term efficiency, and the harmonization of operational rationality with a system of ethical
values. The result of the study is not only a diagnosis of a systemic failure, but also a constructive model for the transition from
the exploitation of human resources to the cultivation of human capital as a subject of development. The practical value of the

work lies in providing specific guidelines for reforming management practices in the most innovative sectors of the economy.

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SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT MANAGEMENT OF RUSSIAN HIGH-TECH
BUSINESS BASED ON SOCIAL AND ENVIRONMENTAL RESPONSIBILITY
PRINCIPLES

Abstract. The relevance of this study stems from the need to strengthen scientific and methodological support for launching
a new wave of integrating social and environmental responsibility principles into domestic business management practices in
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the high-tech industry to implement the presidential initiative to implement Russia’s scientific and technological development
strategy. The purpose of this article is to identify opportunities and develop recommendations for optimizing management
practices in support of neo-industrial sustainable business development in Russia. To this end, a regression and correlation
analysis of management statistics and performance results for high-tech businesses in Russia over the past decade (2015-2024)
was conducted. As a result, an economic and mathematical model of management’s influence on the sustainable development
of high-tech businesses in Russia was developed. The model provided evidence of a synergistic effect in the form of accelerated
(compared to isolated management improvements) import substitution through comprehensive improvements in techni-
cal (through compliance with the ISO 9001 quality management standard), social, and environmental (through corporate
responsibility) product quality in Russia’s high-tech industry. Qualitatively, the synergistic effect manifests itself in the fact
that comprehensive management modernization not only enables the substitution of imported products with domestically
produced high-tech goods but also achieves an increase in the quality of these Russian-produced goods and, concurrently,
improves the sector’s green and social development outcomes. The developed model identified alternative forecast scenarios
for import substitution in Russia’s high-tech industry through 2033. It was demonstrated that a scenario in which current
management optimization trends continue at a moderate pace and involve fragmented improvements will only reduce high-
tech imports, which will remain significant. It is substantiated that achieving full technological sovereignty (absolute import
substitution) in Russia’s high-tech industry by 2033 will require more serious and comprehensive modernization measures in

business management, which the author’s recommendations will help implement.

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MARKETING RESEARCH OF THE CATERING MARKET
OF THE MUNICIPALITY OF NORILSK

Abstract. The catering market of the Norilsk city District (Norilsk, Talnakh, Kayerkan) acts as a key element of the social and
economic infrastructure of the Arctic, providing not only basic nutrition, but also social, cultural, and recreational functions in
conditions of severe climate and transport isolation. Marketing research conducted by the Laboratory of Social and Economic
Research of the Fedorovsky Polar State University commissioned by the autonomous non-profit organization “Norilsk Devel-
opment Agency” analyzes 86 establishments, revealing the market structure, trends and development potential. The central
district of Norilsk forms a mature food cluster (Arena shopping center with 10+ facilities), with an oversaturation of fast food
(16 Shawarma, 13 pizzerias) and 80 % of establishments with 60% of the population. The suburbs (Talnakh, Kayerkan) are
experiencing a shortage of premium segment, restaurants and variety of cuisines. Strengths: format diversification, delivery/
takeaway, local brands (Cheburekmi, Roni’s Donuts), eventfulness (banquets). Weaknesses: low digitalization, heterogeneous
service, territorial imbalance. Trends include the growth of local brands, dependence on 2GS, demand for banquet services; the
population is growing (2025 - 175 773 people, 2027 (forecast) — 177 725 people). Recommendations: niche formats (northern
cuisine, coffee shops with Wi-Fi, food halls in the suburbs, ethnic cuisines), digitalization (Telegram bots), social media promo-

tion. The market is promising for innovations aimed at the local audience and the challenges of the Far North.

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DIGITAL SUBSCRIPTIONS: ON THE FORMATION OF A LEGAL BASIS
FORTHE PROTECTION OF CONSUMER RIGHTS

Abstract. The article concludes that there is currently a need to ensure the protection of the rights of a wide range of indi-
viduals - consumers of services (content) under digital subscriptions. However, the necessary legal framework has not been
established. Inattentiveness, low digital literacy of consumers, and the dishonesty of sellers (providers) of content (services) on
online platforms lead to digital subscriptions being signed up for and renewed with associated charges without the consumer’s
consent. To ensure the protection of consumer interests, it is necessary to establish special legal regulation by introducing
amendments and additions to the Civil Code of the Russian Federation, the Law on Consumer Protection, as well as to the
regulatory legal acts of the Bank of Russia governing non-cash money transfers. It has been established that developing basic
norms of civil law regulating contractual relations is difficult due to the lack of a uniform understanding of the legal nature of
contracts used for digital subscriptions. There is a need to develop an appropriate scientific concept. It has been identified that
the legislative initiative aimed at establishing the obligation for sellers (service providers) to notify consumers about upcoming
subscription renewals and payments, as well as informing them about the procedure for opting out of subscription renewals,
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did not receive support, which should be assessed negatively. A critical analysis of the arguments of opponents of the proposed
amendments revealed their inconsistency. The author emphasized the need to introduce these amendments to the Law on
Consumer Protection. The need to update the regulations governing the transfer of funds has been noted. The changes should
ensure the regulation of subscription payments, including the establishment of specific terminology.
